On January 21, 2015, BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) filed the above-captioned application requesting authority to abolish the crossing of Washington County Road P5/10, National Inventory No. 805295V, and to make improvements at Washington County Road 59 by widening the roadway and widening the crossing surface from 16’ to 48’, National Inventory No. 805294N on the Union Pacific Railroad Company Julesburg Subdivision near Messex, County of Washington, State of Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application (Notice) to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed on February 5, 2015.

3. Washington County timely filed its Notice of Intervention as a Matter of Right.
