I. STATEMENT

1. On May 18, 2015, the Western Resource Advocates (WRA) Motion to Strike Portion of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service or Company) Proposed Form of Order was filed.  WRA points to discussion in the record where the undersigned invited, but did not require, all parties to submit a proposed order to assist preparation of a decision on the Application.  It was specifically noted that such submission would not be part of argument or a statement of position, but it should still be supported by the record.  Particularly in light of the fact that significant issues in this proceeding remain contested, it is understandable that any party might provide a proposed order addressing or adopting positions advocated.  Again, all parties had the opportunity to provide a form order.

2. On May 12, 2015, Public Service filed its Notice of Proposed Form of Order in this proceeding, along with a proposed order.  WRA argues that by inserting new arguments through its proposed order, the Company is essentially attempting to supplement its Statement of Position.
3. No prejudice coming to any party, response time will be waived and the motion denied.  Public Service attempted a comprehensive form of order, as all other parties were invited to do.  While WRA is free to consider proposing a different form order, Public Service’s form will be utilized as intended and advised.  It will not be stricken.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Western Resource Advocates Motion to Strike Portion of Public Service Company of Colorado’s Proposed Form of Order is waived and the motion denied.
