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I. STATEMENT

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On February 26, 2015, by Decision No. C15-0189, the Commission issued (in one document) a Formal Complaint and Order to File Answer or Other Response (Complaint).  The Complaint names HummersofVail Inc., doing business as VailTaxiService &/or ECOLimoOfVail &/or VailLuxuryLimo &/or VansToVailValley (HummersofVail or Respondent), as the Respondent.  The Complaint commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On May 18, 2015, HummersofVail filed its Answer to the Complaint.  This filing put this Proceeding at issue.  

4. By Decision No. C15-0189, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. In Decision No. C15-0189 at Ordering Paragraph No. 1, the Commission designated Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) as the party to appear in support of the Complaint.  Staff is a party in this Proceeding.  

6. HummersofVail is the Respondent and is a party in this Proceeding.  

7. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  Both Parties are represented by legal counsel.  
8. It is necessary to schedule a hearing date, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss other procedural matters in this Proceeding.  To do so, the ALJ will schedule a June 4, 2015 prehearing conference in this Proceeding.  

9. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss:  (a) the date by which Respondent will file, if it wishes to do so, a motion to dismiss;
 (b) the date by which Staff will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of its exhibits; (c) the date by which Respondent will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of its exhibits; (d) the date by which each party will file prehearing motions, including motions in limine;
 (e) the date by which the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached;
 (f) the date for the evidentiary hearing; and (g) the date by which each party will file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

10. Each witness who will be called to testify (except a witness called in Staff’s rebuttal case) must be identified on the list of witnesses.  The following information must be provided for each listed witness:  (a) the name of the witness; (b) the address of the witness; (c) the business telephone number or daytime telephone number of the witness; and (d) a detailed summary of the testimony that the witness is expected to give.  

11. No person will be permitted to testify on behalf of a party (except in Staff’s rebuttal case) unless the person is identified on the list of witnesses filed pursuant to the established procedural schedule.  

12. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in Staff’s rebuttal case or used in cross-examination) must be filed as required by the established procedural schedule.  

13. No document will be admitted into evidence (except in Staff’s rebuttal case or when used in cross-examination) unless a complete copy of the document is filed in accordance with the established procedural schedule.  

14. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss discovery if the procedures and timeframes contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-1-1405
 are not sufficient.  

15. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss any matter pertaining to the treatment of information claimed to be confidential and of information claimed to be highly confidential if the procedures and timeframes contained in Rules 4 CCR 723-1-1100 and 723-1-1101 are not adequate.  
16. At the prehearing conference, a party may raise any additional issue.  

The Parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the matters to be discussed at the prehearing conference and are encouraged to present, if possible, a 

17. procedural schedule and hearing date that are satisfactory to all Parties.  The ALJ requests that Staff coordinate the discussions.  

18. The Parties are advised and are on notice that failure to attend or to participate in the prehearing conference will be deemed a waiver of objection to the rulings made, the procedural schedule established, the prehearing conference date, and the hearing dates established at the prehearing conference.  

19. If an agreement on a proposed procedural schedule and the other matters identified in this Interim Decision is reached in advance of the scheduled prehearing conference, the Parties may file, not later than June 2, 2015, a motion to vacate the prehearing conference and to adopt the procedural schedule agreed to by the Parties.
  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. A prehearing conference is scheduled in this Proceeding as follows:

2. Consistent with the discussion above, at the prehearing conference, the Parties shall be prepared to discuss the identified matters.

A party’s failure to attend or to participate in the prehearing conference is a waiver of objection to the rulings made during the prehearing conference, the procedural schedule established as a result of the prehearing conference, the prehearing conference date scheduled as a result of the prehearing conference, and the hearing date scheduled as a result of the prehearing conference.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in this Interim Decision. 

5. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
