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I. statement

1. By Interim Decision No. R15-0438-I, issued May 8, 2015, a status conference was scheduled in this matter for May 18, 2015.  At the scheduled date and time the status conference was held.  Appearances were entered by NoCoTran, LLC (Petitioner) and Commission Transportation Staff (Staff).

2. During the course of the status conference, the parties agreed that it would be preferable to argue their respective positions on briefs rather than hold an evidentiary hearing.  It was determined that Petitioner’s Opening Brief will be due on June 17, 2015.  Staff’s Reply Brief will be due on July 15, 2015, and Petitioner’s Response Brief will be due on July 29, 2015.  

3. The Opening Brief and Reply Brief are limited to 30 pages each.  The Response Brief is limited to 15 pages.  Any evidentiary-type material included in the briefs such as photographs and copies of spreadsheets are to be as large as possible within the confines of the sheet of paper.  Any evidentiary-type materials included in the briefs will not count towards the page limit.  Should it be determined that oral arguments are necessary, they will be scheduled at a date sometime after September 7, 2015.  The parties will be advised of the need for oral arguments in sufficient time to adequately prepare.

4. The parties will be held to the advisements in this Decision.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. This Petition for Declaratory Order shall be heard on the briefs.

2. NoCoTran, LLC’s (Petitioner) Opening Brief shall be due on June 17, 2015.

3. Commission Transportation Staff’s Reply Brief shall be due on July 15, 2015.

4. Petitioner’s Response Brief shall be due on July 29, 2015.

5. The limitations of the briefs are as set forth above in Paragraph No. 3

6. The parties will be subsequently advised should oral arguments be deemed necessary.

7. This Decision is effective immediately.
