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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 1, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado’s (“Public Service” or “Company”) Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Make Compliance Filing and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  

2. Public Service correctly notes that the entirety of Decision No. R15-0496 addresses two conflicting deadlines for the filing of a compliance filing with revised avoided energy cost assumptions as well as revised cost benefit calculations by product and for the 2015 and 2016 portfolios as a whole.  First, Paragraph 149 of the discussion contemplates the filing will be made within ten (10) days following issuance of the Recommended Decision.  Second, Ordering Paragraph 17 contemplates the filing will be made within ten days following the effective date of the Recommended Decision.
3. Public Service interprets Paragraph 149 to require the compliance filing on Monday, June 1, 2015.  Accordingly, there would be a possibility of further proceedings pending exceptions.
4. The undersigned intended that the compliance filing occur following the effective date of the decision, or a Commission decision on exceptions, if applicable.  Particularly because the content of the filing rests upon other aspects of the decision and there is at least a potential for further litigation, the undersigned viewed the most efficient timing would be to require the filing dependent upon the Recommended Decision going into effect or a Commission decision on any exceptions.  Unfortunately, the timing included in the discussion of the decision did not correctly reflect the ordered deadline.
5. Based upon the foregoing, the procedure will be clarified and the ordering provision will prevail.  

6. Response time to the unopposed motion for enlargement will be waived. The motion for extension will be denied without prejudice.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Public Service Company of Colorado’s (“Public Service” or “Company”) Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Make Compliance Filing and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed on June 1, 2016, is waived.  The motion for extension of time is denied without prejudice in accordance with the discussion above.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
