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I. statement

A. Background
1. On February 23, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1686-Electric with supporting testimony and exhibits in compliance with requirements in Decisions No. R14-0902 issued July 31, 2014 and C14-1505 issued December 26, 2014 in Proceeding No. 13A-0836E. The Company proposed an effective date of March 26, 2015 for the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 1686.
2. Timely intervenors in this Proceeding are Western Resource Advocates and Commission Trial Staff.
3. By Interim Decision No. R15-0470-I issued May 15, 2015, a procedural schedule was adopted which among other things, scheduled an evidentiary hearing for July 31, 2015.
4. On May 29, 2015, Ormat Technologies, Inc. (Ormat) filed a Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time (Motion).  According to its Motion, Ormat seeks to intervene in this Proceeding to assist the Commission by providing further comments and information regarding the issues raised by Public Service’s new Recycled Energy Schedule RE.  Ormat further claims that it has a substantial pecuniary interest, and will be directly and substantially affected by the outcome of this Proceeding as it will determine the future opportunities and scope of Ormat’s energy development interested in Colorado.  
5. Ormat further notes that there are no other intervenors in this Proceeding that focus solely on the interests of out-of-state companies which seek to conduct business in Colorado under the Recycled Energy Schedule.  
6. Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure provides that the Commission, “for good cause shown,” may allow late interventions subject to reasonable procedural requirements.  

7. Here, Ormat provides information sufficient to find good cause to grant its late-filed intervention.  Ormat’s experience and expertise in the area of recycled energy will add to the record in this Proceeding and provide for a more robust and complete record.  Therefore, the Motion will be granted.

8. Because the procedural schedule has significantly advanced, Ormat will be required to accept the procedural schedule as it exists as of the date of this Decision.  No accommodations will be made to the procedural schedule for Ormat’s intervention.
9. Because good cause is found to allow Ormat to intervene in this matter, response time to the Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time filed by Ormat Technologies, Inc. is granted consistent with the discussion above.
2. Ormat Technologies, Inc. is an intervenor in this Proceeding.

3. Ormat Technologies, Inc. shall accept the procedural schedule as it stands as of the date of this Decision.

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.
5. This Decision is effective immediately.
