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I. STATEMENT

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On February 26, 2015, by Decision No. C15-0189, the Commission issued 
(in one document) a Formal Complaint and Order to File Answer or Other Response (Complaint).  The Complaint names HummersofVail Inc., doing business as VailTaxiService &/or ECOLimoOfVail &/or VailLuxuryLimo &/or VansToVailValley (HummersofVail or Respondent), as the Respondent.  The Complaint commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On May 18, 2015, HummersofVail filed its Answer to the Complaint.  This filing put this Proceeding at issue.  

4. By Decision No. C15-0189, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. In Decision No. C15-0189 at Ordering Paragraph No. 1, the Commission designated Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) as the party to appear in support of the Complaint.  Staff is a party in this Proceeding.  

6. HummersofVail is the Respondent and is a party in this Proceeding.  

7. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  Both Parties are represented by legal counsel.  

8. On June 10, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0521-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  As pertinent here, the procedural schedule establishes a discovery cut-off date of July 10, 2015.  The Parties proposed this date in a filing made on June 2, 2015.  

9. On June 11, 2015, the Parties filed their Stipulation to Extend Discovery Cut-off Date (Stipulation).  In that filing, the Parties “request that the ALJ extend the date for the cut-off of discovery to August 31, 2015.”  Stipulation at ¶ 4.  

10. The Stipulation states good cause to grant the requested relief.  Because the Stipulation is a joint filing, no party will be prejudiced if the ALJ grants the requested modification to the procedural schedule.  The ALJ will grant the request and will modify the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0521-I as follows:  the discovery cut-off date will be August 31, 2015.  

11. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0521-I will govern this Proceeding and will continue in full effect.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The joint request to modify the procedural schedule established in Decision 
No. R15-0521-I is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0521-I is modified as follows:  the discovery cut-off date is August 31, 2015.  

3. Except as modified by Ordering Paragraph No. 2, above, Decision 
No. R15-0521-I governs this Proceeding and continues in full effect.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

5. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
