I. statement

A. Background
1. By Interim Decision No. R15-0427-I, issued May 6, 2015, a procedural schedule was adopted in this Proceeding as follows:
Answer testimony deadline
June 12, 2015

Rebuttal/cross-answer testimony deadline
July 10, 2015

Deadline to file pre-trial and dispositive motions
July 21, 2015

Deadline to file settlement agreement
July 21, 2015

Evidentiary Hearing
July 28-29, 2015

Closing Statements of Position deadline
August 13, 2015

2. On June 12, 2015, Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) and American Broadband and Telecommunications Company (American Broadband) filed a Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion).

3. Staff and American Broadband represent that they have been engaged in settlement negotiations and have reached a settlement in principle.  As a result, Staff and American Broadband request that the dates currently established for filing answer testimony and rebuttal testimony be vacated in order to allow for additional time to review and analyze certain information in order to finalize and execute the settlement agreement.  Staff and American Broadband further represent that the executed settlement agreement will be filed no later than June 18, 2015.  The Joint Motion requests that the hearing date of July 29, 2015 be retained in the event it is found that a hearing on the terms of the settlement agreement is necessary.  

4. The parties also request that response time to the Joint Motion be waived.

5. Good cause is found to grant the Joint Motion.  The dates to file answer and rebuttal testimony will be vacated.  The procedural schedule will be amended requiring the parties to file a final settlement agreement no later than June 18, 2015.  The deadlines to file dispositive motions and to file Closing Statements of Position will be vacated as well.  Response time to the Joint Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by American Broadband and Telecommunications Company and Commission Trial Staff is granted consistent with the discussion above.
2. The date to file answer testimony of June 12, 2015 is vacated.
3. The date to file rebuttal testimony of July 10, 2015 is vacated.

4. The deadline to file dispositive motions is vacated.

5. The deadline to file Closing Statements of Position is vacated.

6. The deadline to file a final settlement agreement in this Proceeding is shortened to June 18, 2015.

7. The hearing date of July 30, 2015 is vacated.

8. Response time to the Motion is waived.
