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I. statement

1. On April 13, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1692. 

2. By Decision No. C15-0458, issued May 13, 2015, the effective date of the tariff was suspended and the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. On May 26, 2015, Southwest Energy Efficiency Project (SWEEP) filed its Petition to Intervene. In the filing SWEEP states that the proceeding shall have a direct impact on SWEEP’s interests in promoting energy conservation and efficiency. In addition, the outcome of this proceeding will directly and substantially affect SWEEP’s interests.
4. On May 26, 2015, the City and County of Denver, Colorado (Denver) filed its Motion to Intervene. In the filing Denver states that this proceeding will “substantially affect the pecuniary or intangible interests” of Denver. In addition, Denver states its interests are not adequately represented by any other party in this proceeding.

5. On June 11, 2015, the Cities of Arvada, Aurora, Black Hawk, Centennial, Commerce City, Englewood Glendale, Golden, Lafayette, Lakewood, Littleton, Northglenn, Thornton and Westminster, and the Town of Superior (collectively the Municipalities) filed their Motion to Intervene.  In the filing the Municipalities state that they believe this proceeding may substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests of their municipal governments. The Municipalities seek intervention in this matter to assist the Commission by providing comment, information, and analysis.

A. Further Suspension of Effective Date of Tariff Sheets.  

6. The Commission has suspended the effective date of the tariffs that accompanied Advice Letter No. 1692 until September 11, 2015.  By further order, the Commission may suspend for additional time the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied the Advice Letter.  

7. By this Decision and pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., and Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1305(c) and 723-1-1305(e) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, the ALJ will suspend for an additional 90 days (that is until, December 10, 2015), the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied the Advice Letter.  If the Commission does not establish new rates by that date, the tariff sheets filed with the Advice Letter may become effective.

B. Interventions

8. Good cause is found to allow the interventions of SWEEP, Denver, and the Municipalities.

C. Procedural Schedule

9. On June 17, 2015, Public Service filed its Unopposed Motion for Approval of Consensus Procedural Schedule, to Vacate Pre-hearing Conference and for Waiver of Response Time to the Motion (Unopposed Motion).

10. In the Unopposed Motion, Public Service states the parties have agreed to the following procedural schedule:

11. The parties have agreed to file any exceptions to the recommended decision within 14 days and any replies to exceptions within 11 days. 

12. This procedural schedule requires, and Public Service has agreed to file, an amended Advice Letter extending the effective date until July 2, 2015.

13. The parties have also agreed to the following discovery procedures:

a.
Discovery requests and discovery responses will be served on all parties;

b.
Discovery requests and discovery responses will be served by electronic mail (except for highly confidential materials);

c.
Discovery requests and discovery responses will be served on all parties;

d.
Discovery served after 5:00 p.m. MST is deemed served on the following business day; and 

e.
Discovery served after 3:00 p.m. MST on a Friday is deemed served on the following business day.

14. The proposed procedural schedule is acceptable and good cause is found for its adoption contingent upon Public Service filing an Amended Advice Letter with an effective date of July 2, 2015. 

15. The prehearing conference scheduled for June 23, 2015 shall be vacated and response time to the Unopposed Motion shall be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The prehearing conference scheduled for June 23, 2015 in this proceeding is vacated. 

2. The Unopposed Motion for Approval of Consensus Procedural Schedule, to Vacate Pre-hearing Conference and for Waiver of Response Time to the Motion (Unopposed Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

3. Response time to the Unopposed Motion is waived. 

4. An evidentiary hearing in this proceeding is scheduled as follows:

5. The interventions of Southwest Energy Efficiency Project; the City and County of Denver, Colorado; and the Cities of Arvada, Aurora, Black Hawk, Centennial, Commerce City, Englewood Glendale, Golden, Lafayette, Lakewood, Littleton, Northglenn, Thornton and Westminster, and the Town of Superior are granted.

6. Public Service Company of Colorado shall make a filing amending its Advice Letter in this proceeding.  The amended Advice Letter shall extend the effective date of the Advice Letter until July 2, 2015.  This filing shall be made by July 1, 2015.  

7. The procedural schedule as stated above in ¶ 10 is adopted contingent upon Public Service Company of Colorado making the filing stated in ordering ¶ 6. 

8. The discovery procedures as stated above in ¶13 are adopted. 

9. The parties agree to file any exceptions to the recommended decision within 14 days and any replies to exceptions within 11 days.

10. This Decision is effective immediately.
