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I. statement
1. On November 13, 2014, Magellan Pipeline Company, L.P. (Magellan), filed Advice Letter No. 14 and Local Pipeline Tariff, Colo. PUC No. 12.3.0.  The proposed effective date of Colo. PUC No. 12.3.0 was December 15, 2014.

2. By Decision No. C14-1467, issued December 12, 2014, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs attached to Advice Letter No. 14 for 120 days or until June 13, 2015, pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S.  Subsequently, by Interim Decision 
No. R15-0068-I, issued January 21, 2015, the tariffs were suspended an additional 90 days or until September 11, 2015.

3. By Interim Decision No. R15-0469-I, issued May 14, 2015, a status conference was scheduled for May 18, 2015.  At the scheduled date and time, the status conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by Magellan and Suncor Energy (U.S.A.), Inc.  Based on representations made by the parties at the status conference, a hearing on the proposed tariffs was not scheduled.  Rather, the parties indicated that a settlement appeared to be possible and an additional two weeks were requested to continue negotiations.  The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued a bench order approving the additional two-week period to allow the parties to continue negotiations.

4. On June 3, 3015, Magellan filed a status report which indicated that the parties were still actively engaged in settlement discussions.  As a result, the parties requested an additional two weeks to continue to pursue a settlement agreement in this matter.  

5. In response to a request by the ALJ by e-mail dated June 17, 2015, Magellan filed a status report that again requested an additional two weeks to continue settlement discussions.  

6. By an e-mail dated June 18, 2015, the parties’ request for an additional two weeks to continue settlement negotiations was approved.  However, because of the approaching statutory deadlines for a final Commission Decision, the parties were notified that should no fully executed settlement agreement be filed with the Commission by July 1, 2015, a hearing on the proposed tariffs would be held on July 2, 2015.

7. On June 26, 2015, Magellan filed Amended Advice Letter No. 14 that amends the effective date of its proposed Tariff No. 12.3.0.  Magellan extends the effective date of the tariff from December 15, 2014 to November 18, 2015.  

8. On June 29, 2015, Magellan filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing (Motion).  Magellan states that due to the statutory time constraints under § 40-6-111, C.R.S., it filed Amended Advice Letter No. 14 to extend the effective date of its proposed Tariff No. 12.3.0 to November 18, 2015.  As a result, Magellan requests that the hearing scheduled for July 2, 2015 be vacated.  In turn, Magellan assures the ALJ that it will file a status update on settlement discussions, or a proposed procedural schedule on or before July 15, 2015.

II. findings

9. Advice Letter No. 14 filed on November 13, 2014 by Magellan with attached proposed Local Pipeline Tariff, Colo. PUC No. 12.3.0 will be permanently suspended and replaced by Amended Advice Letter No. 14, which extends the effective date of the proposed tariffs to November 18, 2015.

10. The hearing scheduled for July 2, 2015 will be vacated.

11. Magellan will be required to file a status report with the Commission no later than July 15, 2015.  Should a settlement be reached in this matter, Magellan will be required to provide a date by which it anticipates that a fully executed settlement agreement will be filed with the Commission.  Should the status report indicate that no settlement has been reached, a hearing will be scheduled on the proposed tariff, and pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the amended effective date of November 18, 2015 will be suspended for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  

12. As Magellan’s Motion is unopposed, response time will be waived.
III. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Advice Letter No. 14 and attached proposed Local Pipeline Tariff, 
Colo. PUC No. 12.3.0, filed by Magellan Pipeline Company, L.P. (Magellan) on November 13, 2014 is replaced in its entirety by Amended Advice Letter No. 14 and attached proposed Local Pipeline Tariff, Colo. PUC No. 12.3.0.  

2. Advice Letter No. 14 and attached proposed Local Pipeline Tariff, 
Colo. PUC No. 12.3.0, filed by Magellan on November 13, 2014 are permanently suspended.

3. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing (Motion) filed by Magellan on June 29, 2015 is granted.

4. The hearing in this matter scheduled for July 2, 2015 is vacated.

5. Magellan shall file a status report no later than July 15, 2015 consistent with the discussion above. 

6. Response time to the Motion is waived.

7. This Decision is effective immediately.
