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I. STATEMENT  
1. On March 31, 2015, Express Cab, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On April 6, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows: 
For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand taxi service

between all points in the Counties of Larimer and Weld, State of Colorado.

3. On April 7, 2015, Estes Valley Transport Inc. (Estes Valley) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  The filing attached Commission Authority No. 54696 held by Estes Valley. 

4. On April 13, 2015, Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. (Shamrock), filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  The filing attached Commission Authority No. 13043 held by Shamrock.

5. On May 5, 2015, My Car Service Now, LLC, doing business as Smart Rides (Smart Rides) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right through counsel.  Smart Rides filing identified Commission Authority No. 55852 as the basis of its intervention and included a copy of the same.  

6. On May 19, 2015, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

7. On May 20, 2015, by Interim Decision No. R15-0488-I a prehearing conference was scheduled for June 4, 2015.

8. On June 4, 2015, prior to the scheduled prehearing conference, the undersigned ALJ discovered that notice of the prehearing conference was not provided to the Applicant. The undersigned ALJ was unable to contact the Applicant prior to the scheduled prehearing conference.

9. At the prehearing conference, held on June 4, 2015, all intervenors were present including counsel for Estes Valley. Due to the Applicant failing to receiving notice, the prehearing conference was rescheduled by the parties present. All parties present agreed to and stated they were available on June 30, 2015 for the rescheduled prehearing conference.

10. A prehearing conference was held on June 30, 2015. Estes Valley failed to appear. 

11. Estes Valley did not request a continuance prior to the prehearing conference.

12. Counsel for Estes Valley did not contact the undersigned ALJ or Commission Staff prior to the prehearing conference or after the prehearing conference explaining its failure to appear.

13. Intervenor Estes Valley has abandoned its intervention and the undersigned ALJ finds good cause to dismiss it from the above captioned proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Intervenor Estes Valley Transport Inc. is dismissed from the above captioned proceeding.

2. This Decision is certified as immediately appealable to the Commission en banc pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1502(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Any person desiring to seek immediate appeal shall file such a request within seven days of the effective date of this Decision.  If an immediate appeal is filed, any party may file a response within five days from filing of the appeal. 

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
