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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R15-0336-I issued April 13, 2015, a hearing was scheduled to commence in this matter on July 14, 2015.  At the scheduled time and place, the hearing was convened.  
2. On July 13, 2015, an Emergency Motion to Continue Hearing was filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).   On July 13, 2015, Staff learned that their witness, Investigator Nancy Brandt, will not be available to testify at the scheduled hearing due to issues necessitating certain medical tests to be completed on the morning of July 14, 2015.  Staff requests that the hearing in this matter be rescheduled.
3. Staff attempted to contact Respondent Mohmud Osman Yenuse by telephone after learning about the circumstances described in this motion, but was unable to reach him.  Prior to commencement of hearing, the parties conferred.  

4. As a preliminary matter, Counsel for Staff referred to the emergency motion filed.  After conferral, Staff proposed that its counsel contact Mr. Yenuse so that a mutually-agreeable hearing date could be proposed after Ms. Brandt’s availability was determined.  Although some logistical concerns were expressed by Mr. Yenuse, he did not oppose Staff’s request.

5. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, a new hearing will be scheduled on the merits as proposed.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s (Staff) emergency request that the hearing in this matter be rescheduled is granted.

2. On or before July 28, 2015, Staff and Mr. Mohmud Osman Yenuse shall confer and propose a new hearing date that is mutually acceptable (and that is also acceptable to the undersigned).  If the parties fail to timely propose a new date or are unable to agree upon a new date, a hearing may be rescheduled by separate decision.

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
