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I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 24, 2015, Ms. Melissa Russ (Russ or Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).
  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. Complainant and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Complainant, who is an individual, is not represented by legal counsel.  Respondent is represented by legal counsel.  

3. On June 25, 2015, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing that scheduled a September 8, 2015 evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding.  Due to the pending Motion to Dismiss, this Interim Decision will vacate the September 8, 2015 hearing date.  If necessary, a subsequent Interim Decision will scheduled an evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding.  

4. On June 25, 2015, the Commission issued to Respondent an Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

5. On June 25, 2015, the Commission sent to Complainant a packet of information about the Proceeding.  The packet included information about the formal complaint process and the Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  

6. On July 1, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). 
A. Motion to Dismiss and Time to Respond to Motion to Dismiss.  

7. On July 14, 2015, Public Service filed its Motion to Dismiss.  That motion tolls the time within which Public Service must file an answer.  If the Motion to Dismiss is denied, Public Service has 14 days from the date of the Interim Decision denying the Motion to Dismiss within which to file its answer to the Complaint.  Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1308(e).
  Thus, as of the date of this Interim Decision, Public Service has not filed its answer to the Complaint.  

8. The certificate of service attached to the Motion to Dismiss states that Public Service served the Motion to Dismiss on Ms. Russ on July 14, 2015.  Unless the Commission changes the time for response, Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1400 provides that Ms. Russ has 14 days (that is, to and including July 28, 2015) within which to file a response to the Motion to Dismiss.  

9. In support of the Motion to Dismiss, Public Service makes three principal legal arguments and raises at least ten specific arguments or issues.  In view of the number of arguments, the ALJ (on her own motion) will enlarge by ten days the time for Ms. Russ to file a response to the Motion to Dismiss.  The response to the Motion to Dismiss will be due not later than August 7, 2015.  

B. Advisements and Other Matters.  

10. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that they must be familiar with, and must abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.  These Rules are available on-line at www.dora.colorado.gov/puc.  

11. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that a document is filed with the Commission on the date that the Commission receives the document.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, the document is not filed timely with the Commission.  

12. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that the Commission has an 
E-Filings System available.  One may learn about, and -- if one wishes to do so -- may register to use, the E-Filings System at www.dora.colorado.gov/puc.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Consistent with the discussion above, Complainant Melissa Russ has until August 7, 2015 to file a response to the Motion to Dismiss that was filed on July 14, 2015 by Public Service Company of Colorado.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding scheduled for September 8, 2015 is vacated.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements in this Interim Decision.  
4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
