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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 29, 2015, Compass Transit, LTD. (Compass), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On June 1, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows: 
For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in call-and demand charter service

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

3. On June 30, 2015, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, and Boulder SuperShuttle; Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs; and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  The filing attached Commission Authority Nos. 2378, 150, 191, 109, and 1481.

4. On July 8, 2015, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

5. On July 9, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0665-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for July 28, 2015.  

6. On July 22, 2015, Compass filed its Request to Postpone Prehearing Conference (Request). In its Request, Compass states that its representative shall be out of town until September 1, 2015, and wishes to reschedule the prehearing conference.

7. Good cause is found to grant the request. The prehearing conference shall be rescheduled.

8. The ALJ shall sua sponte waive response time.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request to Postpone Prehearing Conference filed by Compass Transit, LTD. on July 22, 2015 is granted.

2. The prehearing conference that was scheduled in this matter for July 28, 2015 is vacated.
