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MODIFYING FILING DATES, 
AND WAIVING RESPONSE TIME  
Mailed Date:  July 24, 2015  
I. Statement

1. On May 15, 2015, the Commission issued Decision No. C15-0456.  That Decision is a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NOPR) and commenced this Proceeding.  

2. Pursuant to the NOPR, the Commission set a schedule for the filing of comments and replies and established an August 13, 2015 date for a public hearing on the proposed rules.  

3. On June 10, 2015, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. 
(Tri-State), filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Comment Schedule.  On June 15, 2015, Decision No. Rl5-0563-I granted that motion and modified the filing schedule.  

4. At present, initial written comments are due on July 24, 2015 and responsive written comments are due on August 5, 2015.  

5. On July 23, 2015, the Colorado Energy Office (CEO) filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Comment Schedule (Motion).  

6. The Motion is unopposed.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

7. As good cause to grant the Motion, CEO states that a consensus proposal between interested parties may be possible.  CEO represents that Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, the Colorado Building and Construction Trades Council, the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment, the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment Air Pollution Control Division, Colorado Energy Consumers, CEO, Public Service Company of Colorado, the Rocky Mountain Environmental Labor Coalition, Tri-State, and Western Resource Advocates have participated in a series of meetings “in an effort to develop a consensus proposal approach” (Motion at ¶ 4) and that “[p]rogress toward a consensus approach was made ... but a few key points need to be resolved” (id. at ¶ 5).  CEO seeks additional time to resolve the remaining issues and to develop “consensus language to be submitted in this” matter.  Motion at ¶ 6.  CEO represents that the Motion is not opposed.  Motion at ¶ 9.  

8. The Motion states good cause to grant the requested relief.  Extending the comment deadlines will allow the interested participants sufficient time to complete their discussions and, if agreement is reached, to submit a consensus proposal for consideration in this Proceeding.  In addition, extending the comment deadlines will permit interested participants to review and to respond to a consensus proposal if one is filed.  Finally and importantly, extending the comment deadlines will not affect the scheduled hearing date.  

9. The ALJ will grant the Motion.  The ALJ will modify the filing dates as follows:  (a) not later than July 31, 2015, interested persons will file initial comments; and (b) not later than August 10, 2015, interested persons will file responsive comments.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend Comment Schedule filed on July 23, 2015 by the Colorado Energy Office is granted.  

2. Not later than July 31, 2015, interested persons shall file initial comments.  

3. Not later than August 10, 2015, interested persons shall file responsive comments.  

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Extend Comment Schedule filed on July 23, 2015 is waived.  

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
