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I. STATEMENT  
1. On January 30, 2015, AmeriMex Communications Corp., doing business as SafetyNet Wireless (AmeriMex or Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado (Application).  Applicant seeks designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier  

solely to provide Lifeline service to qualifying Colorado households; it will not seek access to funds from the federal Universal Service Fund ... for the purpose of participating in the Link-Up program or providing service to high cost areas.  

Application at 1 (footnote omitted).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  
2. On July 29, 2015, the Unopposed Motion for a New Date for Filing of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, for an Alternative Filing if Necessary, for all Remaining Dates in the Procedural Schedule to be Vacated, and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.

3. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) reports that the parties have reached a settlement in principle and are reviewing a draft of an Agreement resolving all issues in this proceeding. 

4. By Decision No. R15-0711-I, issued July 15, 2015, Staff’s answer testimony must be filed on or before July 31, 2015.

5. The parties believe that this matter can be fully resolved without the need for Staff to file answer testimony.  Staff, in part, requests that the answer date for testimony be vacated, as well as the remainder of the procedural schedule, so that the parties’ agreement can be reduced to writing for filing.

6. Applicant has waived the applicable statutory period in this proceeding.

7. Staff has received permission from Counsel for AmeriMex to state that AmeriMex supports the motion.  Therefore, Staff requests waiver of response time.

8. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request and time being of the essence, response time will be waived and the relief will be granted in part at this time, with the remainder to be addressed by separate order.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for a New Date for Filing of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, for an Alternative Filing if Necessary, for all Remaining Dates in the Procedural Schedule to be Vacated, and for Waiver of Response Time filed on July 29, 2015, is waived.
2. The unopposed motion to vacate the procedural schedule is granted.  The remainder of the requested relief will be addressed by separate order.

3. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
