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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is contained in Interim Decisions previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On January 30, 2015, AmeriMex Communications Corp., doing business as SafetyNet Wireless (Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado (Application) “for the purpose of providing Lifeline service to qualifying Colorado households.”
  Application at 1 (footnote omitted).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  
3. On February 4, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period and contained a procedural schedule.  On March 27, 2015, Decision No. R15-0290-I vacated that procedural schedule.  
4. On March 11, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application to be complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  Applicant subsequently waived 
§ 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in this Proceeding.  Decision No. R15-0290-I.  

5. On March 11, 2015, by Minute Order the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
6. Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff or Intervenor) intervened as of right.  
7. Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this matter.  

8. On May 20, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0485-I, the ALJ scheduled a September 15 and 16, 2015 evidentiary hearing and established the proposed procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  

9. On June 16, 2015, Applicant filed its direct testimony and attachments.  

10. On July 15, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0711-I, the ALJ granted Applicant’s Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule; rescheduled the evidentiary hearing to October 15 and 16, 2015; and modified the procedural schedule established in Decision 
No. R15-0485-I.  

11. On July 29, 2015, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion for a New Date for Filing of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, for an Alternative Filing Date if Necessary, 
for all Remaining Dates in the Procedural Schedule to be Vacated [July 29 Motion], and for Waiver of Response Time [Motion for Waiver].  

12. On July 29, 2015, Decision No. R15-0772-I waived response time to the portion of the July 29 Motion that requested that the procedural schedule be vacated; granted the request that the procedural schedule be vacated; and vacated the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0711-I.  

13. Decision No. R15-0772-I at ¶ 8 and Ordering Paragraph No. 2 left for later decision the remaining issues in the July 29 Motion.  This Interim Decision addresses those remaining issues.  

14. The July 29 Motion is unopposed.  No party will be prejudiced if response time to the July 29 Motion is waived.  The ALJ will grant the Motion for Waiver and will waive response time to the July 29 Motion.  

15. The remaining relief sought in the July 29 Motion is:  (a) vacate the October 15 and 16, 2015 evidentiary hearing; and (b) establish a date by which the Parties will file either a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement or a new procedural schedule.  

16. The Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule states good cause:  the Parties “have reached a settlement in principle and are reviewing a draft of an Agreement resolving all issues in this” Proceeding (July 29 Motion at ¶ 8) and seek additional time -- to and including August 11, 2015 -- within which to file a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement that settles all issues in this Proceeding (Agreement).  If no Agreement is filed on or before August 11, 2015, then the Parties “will file on August 11, 2015 ... a new procedural schedule agreed to by the [Parties] in lieu of filing the Agreement” (July 29 Motion at ¶ 8).  As the 
July 29 Motion is unopposed, no party will be prejudiced if the July 29 Motion is granted.  

17. The ALJ will grant the July 29 Motion; will vacate the October 15 and 16, 2015 evidentiary hearing; and will order the Parties to file, not later than August 11, 2015, either an Agreement or a proposed and agreed-to procedural schedule.  

18. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, if an Agreement is filed, the Parties must propose a date for an evidentiary hearing on the Agreement in the event the ALJ finds an evidentiary hearing to be necessary.  

19. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, if filed, a proposed and 
agreed-to procedural schedule must contain dates for the events stated in Decision 
No. R15-0711-I at ¶ 14, except for the date on which Applicant is to file its direct testimony and attachments.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for a New Date for Filing of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement [and] for an Alternative Filing Date if Necessary filed on July 29, 2015 by Staff of the Commission (Staff) is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled in this Proceeding for October 15 and 16, 2015 is vacated.  

3. Not later than August 11, 2015, AmeriMex Communications Corp., doing business as SafetyNet Wireless (Applicant), and Staff shall file a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement that settles all issues in this Proceeding (Agreement) and a proposed date for an evidentiary hearing on the Agreement.  

4. If an Agreement is not filed in accordance with Ordering Paragraph No. 3, then, not later than August 11, 2015, Applicant and Staff shall file a proposed and agreed-to procedural schedule as described above in ¶¶ 16 and 19.  

5. The Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Response Time filed on July 29, 2015 by Staff of the Commission is granted.  

6. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for a New Date for Filing of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement [and] for an Alternative Filing Date if Necessary filed on July 29, 2015 by Staff of the Commission is waived.  

7. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  
8. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
