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I. statement  

1. On June 17, 2015, CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink) filed an Application requesting that the Commission add CenturyLink’s Durango Main wire centers to the Tier 2 Classification of Colorado’s non-impaired wire center list, in accordance with the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) Triennial Review Remand Order. CenturyLink states that the Application is made pursuant to Commission decisions in Proceeding Nos. 06M-080T, 07A-249T, 13M-0881T, and 14A-0669T,.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission failed to provide notice of the Application. 

3. CenturyLink did provide 30-day notice to Competitive Local Exchange Carrier customers, as is required by the Commission in Proceeding No. 06M-080T.
4. On June 30, 2015, Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom filed a Petition to Intervene (Integra).
5. On July 22, 2015, by Commission Decision C15-0738-I, the intervention period was shortened until July 29, 2015. 

6. On July 22, 2015, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  Staff identifies specific issues and areas that it apparently intends to address in this matter.  The identified issues and areas are sufficient to merit a hearing.

7. On July 30, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
8. On August 10, 2015, By Decision No. R15-0851-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for August 27, 2015.

9. On August 18, 2015, Staff filed its Notice of Withdrawal of Intervention.  Staff states that after audits were conducted and due to the results of these audits, it no longer wishes to intervene in this proceeding. 

10. On August 19, 2015, Integra filed its Unopposed Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference. Integra states that after an independent review of the results of the audit conducted by Staff, it no longer wishes to intervene in this proceeding. Integra also requested that the prehearing conference scheduled for August 27, 2015 be vacated.

11. Good cause is found to allow the withdrawal of the interventions of Staff and Integra. 

12. Withdrawal of the intervention and dismissal of the Intervenor leaves the Application, as amended, uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 1403 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the uncontested application may be processed under the modified procedure, without a formal hearing.

13. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ now transmits to the Commission the record in this proceeding along with a written recommended decision.

II. findings and conclusions

14. CenturyLink filed an Application requesting that the Commission add CenturyLink’s Durango Main wire centers to the Tier 2 Classification of Colorado’s 
non-impaired wire center list, in accordance with the FCC’s Triennial Review Remand Order.
15. Proper notice was given of the Application.

16. No party objects to the Application.

17. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ recommends that the Commission enter the following order.

III. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The intervention of the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission is withdrawn and it is no longer a party to this proceeding.

2. The intervention of Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom is withdrawn and it is no longer a party to this proceeding.
3. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate the prehearing conference scheduled for August 27, 2015 is granted.

4. The prehearing conference scheduled for August 27, 2015 is vacated.

5. The Application filed by CenturyLink (QC) (CenturyLink) requesting that the Commission add CenturyLink’s Durango Main wire centers to the Tier 2 Classification of Colorado’s non-impaired wire center list, in accordance with the Federal Communications Commission’s Triennial Review Remand Order is granted.

6. Proceeding No. 15A-0474T is closed.

7. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above. 8. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a) If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b) If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

9. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded
