I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) repeats the procedural history here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On February 26, 2015, by Decision No. C15-0189, the Commission issued 
(in one document) a Formal Complaint and Order to File Answer or Other Response (Complaint).  The Complaint names HummersofVail Inc., doing business as VailTaxiService &/or ECOLimoOfVail &/or VailLuxuryLimo &/or VansToVailValley (HummersofVail or Respondent), as the Respondent.  The Complaint commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On May 18, 2015, HummersofVail filed its Answer to the Complaint.  This filing put this Proceeding at issue.  

4. By Decision No. C15-0189, the Commission referred this matter to an ALJ.  

5. In Decision No. C15-0189 at Ordering Paragraph No. 1, the Commission designated Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) as the party to appear in support of the Complaint.  Staff is a Party in this Proceeding.  

6. HummersofVail is the Respondent and is a Party in this Proceeding.  

7. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Both Parties are represented by legal counsel.  
8. On June 10, 2015, by Decision No R15-0521-I, the ALJ scheduled a September 17, 2015 evidentiary hearing and established the procedural schedule in this matter.  On June 12, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0545-I and on motion, the ALJ modified the procedural schedule.  

9. On September 2, 2015, Respondent filed an Unopposed Motion for Continuance of September 17, 2015 Evidentiary Hearing (Motion).  

10. The Motion is unopposed.  Waiving response time to the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

11. The Motion states good cause and is unopposed.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motion and the requested relief.  

12. The ALJ:  (a) will grant the Motion; (b) will vacate the September 17, 2015 evidentiary hearing; (c) will modify the procedural schedule established in Decision 
No. R15-0521-I, as modified by Decision No. R15-0545-I; (d) will order each Party to file its prehearing motions, including motions in limine, not later than October 7, 2015; 
(e) will order the Parties to file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached not later than noon on October 9, 2015; and (f) will schedule an October 14, 2015 evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding.
  
13. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, absent a showing of circumstances that were not reasonably foreseeable, the ALJ will grant no further continuance in the hearing date in this Proceeding.  

14. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, except as modified by this Interim Decision and Decision No. R15-0545-I, Decision No. R15-0521-I governs this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Consistent with the discussion above, the Unopposed Motion for Continuance of September 17, 2015 Evidentiary Hearing is granted.  

2. Consistent with the discussion above, the evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding scheduled for September 17, 2015 is vacated.  

3. The evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

4. Consistent with the discussion above, the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0521-I, as modified by Decision No. R15-0545-I, is further modified as follows:  (a) not later than October 7, 2015, each party shall file prehearing motions; and 
(b) not later than noon on October 9, 2015, the Parties shall file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached.  
5. Except as modified by Decision No. R15-0545-I and by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0521-I remains in effect and governs this Proceeding.  

6. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Continuance of September 17, 2015 Evidentiary Hearing is waived.  

7. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

8. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
