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I. STATEMENT  

1. On April 14, 2014, Development Recovery Company (DRC) LLC on behalf of the Ryland Group (Ryland) filed a Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  This filing commenced Proceeding 14F-0336EG.

2. On April 18, 2014 the Public Utilities Commission (PUC) issued an Order to Satisfy and Answer in Proceeding 14F-0336EG. 
3. On April 23, 20147, by Minute Order, the Commission referred Proceeding 14F‑0336EG to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). 
4. On April 24, 2014, Development Recovery Company (DRC) LLC on behalf of Richmond American Homes of Colorado, Inc. (Richmond) filed a Complaint against Public Service. This filing commenced Proceeding 14F-0404EG
5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

6. Complainant seeks to take the deposition of Public Service witnesses John Lee on September 11, 2015 at 9:00 a.m. and Ted Niemi on September 18, 2015 at 9:00 a.m.  

7. On September 10, 2015, Public Service filed a Motion for Protective Order in Order to Quash the Cumulative Notices of Depositions for Public Service Employees (Motion).  In that filing, Public Service seeks a protective order to quash the September 11, 2015 deposition of Mr. Lee and September 18, 2015 deposition of Mr. Niemi.  

8. To provide time for the orderly resolution of the Motion and to prevent the Motion from becoming moot because the depositions have been held, by this Interim Decision the ALJ will stay the September 11, 2015 deposition of John Lee and September 18, 2015 deposition of Ted Niemi the pending resolution of the Motion and further order.  
This is consistent with the Committee Comment to Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.) 26:
  “a Motion for Protective Order stays a deposition under the State Rules ([Colo.R.Civ.P.] 121 § 1-12) but not the Federal Rule (Fed.R.Civ.P. 26(c))[.]. 
II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The depositions of John Lee scheduled to be held on September 11, 2015 at 9:00 a.m. and Ted Niemi scheduled to be held on September 18, 2015 at 9:00  are stayed pending resolution of the Motion for Protective Order filed on September 10, 2015 and further order.  

2. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
