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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 21, 2015, Applicant, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility LP (Black Hills), filed a verified application (Application) for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN).

2. On July 22, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of the Application Filed (Notice) to interested parties.  The Notice prescribed an intervention period of 30 days.
3. On August 21, 2015, the Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) timely filed its Motion to Intervene under Rule 1401(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. 

4. On September 2, 2015, the Application was deemed complete by minute order of the Commission and referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition. 

5. Public Service states that it currently holds the CPCN for the service territory directly contiguous to the area described in Black Hills’s application as Section 1, and argues that a Commission decision regarding the Application could affect its pecuniary or tangible interests. Public Service has shown good cause to intervene

6. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss discovery and other matters.  A prehearing conference will be held on October 13, 2015.  

7. The undersigned ALJ expects the Parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for disclosures, including hearing dates, for the procedural schedule.  The Parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing dates that are acceptable to all Parties.  

8. If the Parties reach agreement on a procedural schedule, they may file the proposed procedural schedule and a motion to vacate the prehearing conference.
II. Order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion to intervene by permission filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.
