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I. statement

1. On July 21, 2015, SS Transportation, LLC filed an application for permanent authority to extend current operations under Permit No. B-09995 (Application).

2. On July 27, 2015, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09995.

Currently, Permit No. B-09995 authorizes the following:

Transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Araphoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jeffferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

(A)
To providing transportation services to passengers who are recipients of Medicaid;

(B)
To providing Non-Medical Transportation (NMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado;

(C)
Against the transportation of passengers to or from hotels, motels, and airports;
(D)
Against the provision of service in Douglas County south of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson border to a point on the Douglas/Elbert boundary, this line being parallel to an east/west line drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate 25; and,
(E)
To the use of no more than two vehicles at one time.

The proposed extended portion of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09995 is as follows:

Transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  The extended portion of authority is restricted:

(A)
To providing transportation services to passengers who are recipients of Medicaid;

(B)
To providing Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado; and

(C)
Against the transportation of passengers to or from airports.

3. On August 26, 2015, My Car Service Now, LLC, doing business as Smart Rides (Smart Rides) filed an Entry of Appearance and Intervention by Right, or Alternative Motion to Permissively Intervene.  Smart Rides opposes the Application and seeks a hearing on its merits.  

4. By Interim Decision No. R15-1005-I, issued September 18, 2015, a pre-hearing conference in this Proceeding was scheduled for Monday, September 28, 2015. 
5. On September 24, 2015, a Motion to Appear by Telephone at Pre-Hearing Conference and Waiving Response Time (Motion) was filed by legal counsel (apparently) for Smart Rides.

6. Counsel indicates that due to a scheduling conflict, he will be unable to be present at the September 28, 2015 pre-hearing conference and requests to appear by telephone.  Waiver of response time to the Motion is also requested.

7. It is noted that the signature page of the Motion is defective because it does not comport with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1202(d) in that the signature page does not contain the attorney’s address, telephone number, e-mail address, or attorney registration number.  Nonetheless, that defect will be overlooked on this particular occasion only, and the relief requested will be granted.  Counsel will be permitted to participate in the September 28, 2015 pre-hearing conference in this Proceeding by telephone.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Appear by Telephone and Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by counsel for My Car Service Now, LLC, doing business as Smart Rides is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. Counsel for My Car Service Now, LLC, doing business as Smart Rides is permitted to appear by telephone at the September 28, 2015 pre-hearing conference in this Proceeding.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
