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I. statement

1. On July 22, 2015, Ramblin Express, Inc. (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to extend current operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966 (Application).

2. On July 27, 2015, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing the extension of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 47966.

The proposed extension of CPCN PUC No. 47966 reads as follows:

Transportation of 
passengers 
between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, as well as points within a two-mile radius of each of said cities, on the one hand, and on the other hand:

All points in the area beginning at the intersection of East Colfax and Airport Boulevard, Aurora, Colorado; thence north along Airport Boulevard to Pena Boulevard; thence north along Pena Boulevard to its intersection with 
East 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection 
with Vasquez Boulevard/U. S. Highway 85; thence south along Vasquez 
Boulevard/U. S. Highway 85 to Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard to its intersection with Colfax Avenue; thence east along Colfax Avenue to the point of beginning.

3. On August 3, 2015, Ace Express Coaches, LLC (Ace Express) filed an Intervention by Right.  Ace Express opposes the Application and seeks a hearing on its merits.  

4. By Interim Decision No. R15-1006-I, issued September 18, 2015, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled in this Proceeding for Monday, September 28, 2015. 
5. On September 18, 2015, legal counsel for Applicant filed an Entry of Appearance and Request to Continue Prehearing Conference or, in the Alternative, Allow Counsel to Participate by Telephone (Motion).  Counsel states that he will be out of town on the date scheduled for the pre-hearing conference and requests that it be rescheduled for a date after September 29, 2015, or that he be allowed to participate by telephone.  

6. The Motion does not contain a Rule 1400(a) (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure) statement that counsel for Applicant made a good-faith effort to confer with opposing counsel prior to its filing to determine whether the Motion is unopposed; nor does the Motion request shortened response time.  

7. Notwithstanding the Motion’s deficiencies, it will be granted in part.  Counsel will be allowed to participate by telephone at the September 28, 2015 pre-hearing conference.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Request to Continue Prehearing Conference or, in the Alternative, Allow Counsel to Participate by Telephone (Motion) is granted in part.

2. Counsel for Ramblin’ Express, Inc. will be permitted to participate by telephone in the pre-hearing conference scheduled for September 28, 2015.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
