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I. statement

1. On May 1, 2015, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) filed Advice Letter No. 518. Atmos submitted Advice Letter No. 518 with supporting Direct Testimony and Exhibits of eight witnesses.  

2. By Decision No. C15-0508, issued May 29, 2015, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

3. On May 26, 2015, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Protest, Notice of Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance, and Request for Hearing.  OCC is an intervenor as of right and a party in this proceeding
4. On May 29, 2015 Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1401, and Request for Hearing.  As required by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-1-1007(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, in that filing Staff identified the Trial Advocacy (litigation) Staff, and the Advisory Staff.  

5. On June 4, 2015, by Interim Decision No. R15-0527-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for July 7, 2015. 

6. On June 11, 2015, Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC) filed its Motion to Intervene and Entry of Appearance. The EOC is a Colorado nonprofit corporation in good standing. The mission of EOC is to ensure that low-income Colorado households meet their home energy needs. The EOC objects to the proposed rate increase.  

7. On July 7, 2015, by Interim Decision No. R15-0637-I the intervention of EOC was granted, the prehearing conference was vacated, and a procedural schedule was adopted.  The procedural schedule set an evidentiary hearing for September 30, 2015 through October 5, 2015. 

8. On September 24, 2015, the parties filed their Stipulation and Settlement and Unopposed Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement (Motion).  In the Motion, the parties request the evidentiary hearing scheduled from September 30, 2015 through October 5, 2015 be vacated. 

9. Good cause is found to vacate the hearing. 

10. A hearing on the settlement shall be held on October 5, 2015. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The evidentiary hearing scheduled from September 30, 2015 through October 5, 2015 is vacated.
