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I. statement

1. On July 21, 2015, SS Transportation, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to extend current operations under Permit No. B-09995 (Application).

2. On July 27, 2015, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09995.

Currently, Permit No. B-09995 authorizes the following:

Transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Araphoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jeffferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

(A)
To providing transportation services to passengers who are recipients of Medicaid;

(B)
To providing Non-Medical Transportation (NMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado;

(C)
Against the transportation of passengers to or from hotels, motels, or airports;
(D)
Against the provision of service in Douglas County south of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson border to a point on the Douglas/Elbert boundary, this line being parallel to an east/west line drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate 25; and\

(E)
To the use of no more than two vehicles at one time.

The proposed extended portion of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09995 is as follows:

Transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  The extended portion of authority is restricted:

(A)
To providing transportation services to passengers who are recipients of Medicaid;

(B)
To providing Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado; and

(C) 
Against the transportation of passengers to or from airports.

3. On August 26, 2015, My Car Service Now, LLC, doing business as Smart Rides (Smart Rides) filed an Entry of Appearance and Intervention by Right, or Alternative Motion to Permissively Intervene.  Smart Rides opposes the Application and seeks a hearing on its merits.  

4. On September 2, 2015, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.
5. By Interim Decision No. R15-1005-I, issued September 18, 2015, the procedural schedule pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405(e) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure was vacated.  In addition, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled for September 28, 2015.  

6. On September 24, 2015, legal counsel for Smart Rides filed a Motion to 
Appear by Telephone at Pre-Hearing Conference, which was granted by Interim Decision 
No. R15-1047-I, issued September 24, 2015.

7. At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was held.  Legal counsel for Smart Rides entered his appearance as previously approved.  Applicant did not appear at the pre-hearing conference.  Applicant did not previously seek to appear by telephone, or seek to be excused from appearing at the pre-hearing conference.  Smart Rides therefore moved to dismiss the Application for failure to appear.  

8. It was determined that a contingent procedural schedule would be adopted.  However, given Applicant’s failure to appear, and giving consideration to Smart Rides’ motion to dismiss the Application, Applicant will be required to show cause why the Application should not be dismissed for failure to prosecute Applicant’s case by failing to appear at the pre-hearing conference.  

9. Applicant must file a pleading to show cause why the Application should not be dismissed no later than the close of business on October 1, 2015.  Smart Rides may file its response pleading by close of business on Monday, October 5, 2015.  

10. In the event the Application is not dismissed, a contingent procedural schedule will be adopted as follows:

Applicant’s Witness and Exhibit List due
October 9, 2015

Intervenor’s Witness and Exhibit List due
October 23, 2015

Pre-hearing Motions/Settlement Agreement due
November 6, 2015

Evidentiary Hearing
November 11, 2015

11. In the event that Applicant shows adequate cause not to dismiss the Application, a second, more detailed procedural order will issue which will, among other things, set discovery procedures, as well as the process of testimony.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule set forth above is contingently adopted consistent with the discussion above.

2. Applicant, SS Transportation, LLC shall show cause no later than close of business on October 1, 2015, why its Application should not be dismissed consistent with the discussion above.

3. Intervenor, My Car Service Now, LLC, doing business as Smart Rides may file a response to Applicant’s show cause pleading, if such a pleading is filed, by close of business on October 5, 2015.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
