I. STATEMENT

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On August 11, 2015, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 113287 (CPAN) on Levtzow Limo LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Respondent).  The CPAN commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On September 8, 2015, counsel for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered their appearance in this Proceeding and, pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-1-1007(a),
 identified Trial Staff and Advisory Staff.  

4. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

5. On September 2, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. On September 29, 2015, by Decision No. R15-1062-I, the ALJ scheduled a November 23, 2015 evidentiary hearing and established a procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  

7. On September 29, 2015, Staff filed (in one document) a Notice of Pending Settlement and Motion to Stay Proceeding (Motion).  In that filing, Staff states that the Parties have reached an agreement in principle that, if accepted by the Commission, will settle all issues in this Proceeding.  Staff states that the Parties anticipate filing a written settlement agreement within two weeks.  To allow the Parties time to finalize their agreement, Staff requests that the filing dates in the procedural schedule be stayed.  

8. Given the nature of the Motion and the absence of prejudice to any Party, the ALJ will waive response time.  

9. The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any Party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will vacate the filing dates in the procedural schedule.  
At this time, the ALJ will retain the scheduled evidentiary hearing date.  

10. To allow the Parties sufficient time to reduce their agreement to writing, 
the ALJ will order the Parties to file, not later than October 16, 2015, the settlement agreement.  In the alternative, the ALJ will order the Parties to file, not later than October 16, 2015, a joint statement that they are unable to reach a final agreement if that should be the case.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Stay Proceeding is granted.  

2. The filing dates in the procedural schedule established in Decision 
No. R15-1062-I are vacated.  

3. Pending further order, the November 23, 2015 evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding remains as scheduled.  

4. Not later than October 16, 2015, the Parties shall file either a settlement agreement or a joint statement that they are unable to reach a settlement in this Proceeding.   

5. Response time to the Motion to Stay Proceeding is waived.  

6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
