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I. statement

1. On 
August 5, 2015, Green Taxi Cooperative filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held September 23, 2015
.

2. On November 2, 2015, Applicant Green Taxi’s Motion for Leave to Respond to Intervenors’ Petition for Declaratory Order and Motion to Deny Intervenors’ Request for Shortened Response Time (Response) was filed.

3. Green Taxi states that Colorado Cab Company LLC, Boulder SuperShuttle, Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, Shamrock Charters, Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and MKBS, LLC, filed a Petition for a Declaratory Order (Petition) in Proceeding No. 15A-0647CP, on October 30, 2015.

4. By Decision No. R15-1130-I, issued October 19, 2015, the undersigned denied Colorado Cab Company, LLC, Boulder SuperShuttle, Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, Shamrock Charters, Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and MKBS, LLC’s Motion to Consolidate Proceeding No. 15A-0648CP with others, as advocated by Applicant Green Taxi’s Response in Opposition to Intervenors’ Amended Motion to Consolidate filed October 13, 2015.

5. Green Taxi is not a party to Proceeding No. 15A-0647CP.  The Petition that is the subject of Green Taxi’s Response was not filed in Proceeding No. 15A-0648CP.  Therefore, Green Taxi’s motion seeking leave to file a response to a petition and motion filed in another proceeding is denied. Green Taxi acknowledged the similarity of issues among proceedings and was aware of the potential of the current circumstances.  Green Taxi opposed consolidation to avoid prejudice.  It cannot now litigate in a proceeding to which it is not a party.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant Green Taxi’s Motion for Leave to Respond to Intervenors’ Petition for Declaratory Order and Motion to Deny Intervenors’ Request for Shortened Response Time filed on November 2, 2015, is denied.

2. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
