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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 5, 2015, EZ Taxi LLC filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held September 23, 2015.
2. On October 30, 2015, Colorado Cab Company LLC, Boulder SuperShuttle, Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, Shamrock Charters, Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and MKBS, LLC (collectively Petitioners), filed a Petition for a Declaratory Order.

3. This Decision addresses the included request to shorten response time.  The remainder of the petition will be addressed by separate decision.

4. Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, responding parties “shall have 14 days after service of the motion, or such lesser or greater time as the Commission may allow, in which to file a response.”  Intervenors request that response time be shorted to ten days because lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits are due on November 19, 2015.

5. All Petitioners that are a party to this proceeding became such on September 9, 2015 pursuant to a notice of intervention by right.  Petitioners conclude they “cannot” conduct discovery without a declaratory order.  Petitioners neither demonstrate a basis for the conclusion nor explain why, when, or how they concluded that they cannot conduct discovery.  Additionally, no cause is shown why Petitioners failed to request a declaratory order little more than two weeks before its filing deadline rather than almost two months ago when they addressed legal issues in their intervention.  

6. Petitioners failed to demonstrate sufficient cause to shorten response time.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The request to shorten response time to Colorado Cab Company LLC, Boulder SuperShuttle, Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, Shamrock Charters, Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and MKBS, LLC’s Petition for a Declaratory Order filed on October 30, 2015 is denied.

2. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
