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I. STATEMENT  

1. On September 4, 2015, the Commission served, Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 112828 (CPAN) on Atu Lawson and Lawson Limo Service, Inc., doing business as Lawson Limo Service LLC.  The CPAN commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On October 7, 2015, by Minute Order, Proceeding No. 15G-0734EC was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) by minute entry of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  
3. By Interim Decision R15-1115-I, issued on October 13, 2015, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled for November 12, 2015.
4. On October 14, 2015, counsel for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered their appearance in this Proceeding.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1007(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in this Proceeding

5. On November 6, 2015, Staff filed its Notice of Agreement in Principle and Motion to Vacate Hearing Date (Motion). In the Motion, Staff states that the parties have reached an agreement to resolve the matter and that it is anticipated that a settlement agreement will be filed within the next week.
6. The ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motion and vacate the evidentiary hearing scheduled for November 12, 2015. Upon the filing of the settlement agreement the undersigned ALJ shall issue further orders.

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Stay Proceeding and Vacate Hearing Date (Motion) filed on November 6, 2015, by the Trial Staff of the Commission is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for November 12, 2015 is vacated and Proceeding 15G-0734EC is stayed.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
