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I. statement

1. On August 17, 2015, Frontier Transportation, doing business as Red Rocks Cab Company (Applicant) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle (Application).

2. On August 24, 2015, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in call-and-demand taxi service:

(I)
between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado; and 

(II)
from all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado, to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Chaffee, Clear Creek, Crowley, Custer, Denver, Douglas, Elbert, Fremont, Gilpin, Huerfano, Jefferson, Lincoln, Otero, Park, Pueblo, and Teller, State of Colorado.
3. The intervenors in this proceeding are: Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC (Colorado Springs Shuttle); Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co. and/or Roadrunner Express and Dashabout Town Taxi, LLC (collectively, Dashabout); and, Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC, doing business as, Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs). 

4. On September 30, 2015, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the Application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

5. The intervention period in this matter is closed.  The intervenors in this proceeding are Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs, Colorado Springs Shuttle, and Dashabout.

6. By Interim Decision No. R15-1151-I, issued October 26, 2015, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled for November 5, 2015.  In addition, the Interim Decision permitted Applicant to appear at the pre-hearing conference pro se, pending a final decision on his request to represent Applicant’s interests in this proceeding.

7. At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by Applicant, and by legal counsel for Colorado Springs Shuttle, Dashabout, and by legal counsel for Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs

8. A procedural schedule was discussed as follows:

Deadline for Applicant to File Witness/Exhibit Lists
December 2, 2015

Deadline for Intervenors to File Witness/Exhibit Lists
December 21, 2015

Deadline to File Pre-Hearing Motions
January 7, 2016

Deadline to File Settlement Agreement
January 15, 2016

January 21-22, 2016

9. This procedural schedule will be adopted.

10. No decision was made regarding Applicant’s request to represent its own interests at the evidentiary hearing pro se.  Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs indicated it intended to file a motion requiring Applicant obtain legal counsel based on the $15,000 legal threshold.

11. The provisions of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1405(k) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure will govern discovery in this proceeding.  Any discovery propounded after 3:00 p.m. on a Friday will be deemed to have been served on the following business day.  The parties are advised that neither discovery requests nor responses to discovery are to be filed with the Commission except as necessary to support a motion or as an exhibit to be used at hearing.  The parties are advised that neither discovery requests nor responses to discovery are to be provided to the ALJ except as necessary to support a motion or as an exhibit to be used at hearing.  The last day to propound discovery will be January 14, 2016.

12. No final pre-hearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  Should a party desire to have an additional pre-hearing conference, that party may file an appropriate motion.

13. The testimony in this proceeding will be presented through oral testimony at the evidentiary hearing.  For each witness (except a witness offered in rebuttal), a summary of testimony will be filed in advance of the hearing on the dates indicated above in Paragraph No. 8.  The summary of testimony will include at least the following information:  
(a) the witness’s name; (b) the witness’s address; (c) the witness’s business telephone number; (d) a statement of the content of the witness’s expected testimony.

14. Rebuttal testimony may be presented at the hearing without the necessity of filing in advance of the hearing, a detailed summary of the rebuttal testimony.

15. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal) will be filed in advance of the hearing.  (See filing dates in the procedural schedule above.)  
With the exception of an exhibit offered in rebuttal, an exhibit will not be admitted unless it has been filed in advance of the hearing in accordance with this Decision.

16. Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1100 will govern the treatment of information and documents claimed to be confidential.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule set out above is adopted.

2. An evidentiary hearing is scheduled in this matter as follows:
