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I. statement

1. On July 22, 2015, Ramblin' Express, Inc. (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to extend current operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966 (Application).

2. On July 27, 2015, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing the extension of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 47966.

The proposed extension of CPCN PUC No. 47966 reads as follows:

Transportation of 
passengers 
between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, as well as points within a two-mile radius of each of said cities, on the one hand, and on the other hand:

All points in the area beginning at the intersection of East Colfax and Airport Boulevard, Aurora, Colorado; thence north along Airport Boulevard to 
Pena Boulevard; thence north along Pena Boulevard to its intersection with 
East 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection 
with Vasquez Boulevard/U. S. Highway 85; thence south along Vasquez 
Boulevard/U. S. Highway 85 to Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard to its intersection with Colfax Avenue; thence east along Colfax Avenue to the point of beginning.

3. On August 3, 2015, Ace Express Coaches, LLC (Ace Express) filed an Intervention by Right.  

4. On September 2, 2015, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.
5. By Interim Decision No. R15-1006-I, issued September 18, 2015, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled for September 28, 2015.
6. At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by legal counsel for Applicant (by telephone) and by legal counsel for Ace Express.

7. A procedural schedule was discussed as follows:

Deadline for Applicant to File Witness/Exhibit Lists
October 23, 2015

Deadline for Intervenor to File Witness/Exhibit Lists
November 13, 2015

Deadline to File Pre-hearing Motions or Settlements
December 13, 2015

Evidentiary Hearing
December 17, 2015

8. The procedural schedule was adopted.

9. On October 20, 2015, Applicant filed a Request for Withdrawal of Application for Permanent Authority to Extend Operations Under CO CPCN No. 47966.  Applicant states in the request that due to delays with the City and County of Denver in obtaining a zoning permit to conduct its proposed operations, Applicant finds it necessary to withdraw its Application 
at this time, as well as rescind its applicable tariff sheets under which it was providing the service at issue under a temporary authority.

II. finding

10. Applicant’s letter requesting that its Application be withdrawn will be construed as a Motion to Withdraw Application (Motion).  The Motion will be granted without prejudice, meaning that Applicant may file a similar application at a later date.

11. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

III. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Ramblin’ Express, Inc.’s application for permanent authority to extend current operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966 is dismissed without prejudice consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Proceeding is now closed.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

4. As provided by §40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a)
If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the Recommended Decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of §40-6-114, C.R.S.

b)
If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in §40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
