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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is contained in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On June 24, 2015, Ms. Melissa Russ (Russ or Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service, PSCo, Company, or Respondent).
  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

3. Complainant and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Complainant, who is an individual, appears pro se to represent her own interests.
  Respondent is represented by legal counsel.  

4. On June 25, 2015, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing that scheduled an evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding.  On July 15, 2015, Decision No. R15-0707-I vacated that hearing date.  

5. On June 25, 2015, the Commission served on the Company, an Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

6. On July 1, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. By Decision No. R15-1185-I the ALJ granted in part and denied in part PSCo’s Motion to Dismiss.  In that Interim Decision, the ALJ ordered PSCo to file its answer not later than November 20, 2015.  

8. On November 20, 2015, Public Service filed its Answer.  That filing put this Proceeding at issue.  

9. The ALJ must schedule the evidentiary hearing and must establish a procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  

10. The ALJ will order Ms. Russ to contact counsel for Public Service in order to discuss dates for the evidentiary hearing in this matter.  The ALJ will order Ms. Russ to file, not later than December 2, 2015, a list of three proposed hearing dates, each of which is agreeable to the Parties.
  If possible, the ALJ will select one of the proposed dates.  The ALJ will order Public Service to cooperate with Ms. Russ with respect to this filing.  

11. The Parties are advised and are on notice that if Ms. Russ fails to make the required filing, the ALJ will select the evidentiary hearing date without input from the Parties.  

12. In the Interim Decision that schedules the evidentiary hearing the ALJ will establish a procedural schedule for this Proceeding.  
13. The Parties are advised and are on notice that the testimony in this Proceeding will be presented through oral testimony at the evidentiary hearing.  For each witness (except a witness offered in Ms. Russ’s rebuttal case), the following information must be provided:  
(a) the witness’s name; (b) the witness’s address; (c) the witness’s business or daytime telephone number; and (d) a detailed statement of the testimony that the witness is expected to provide.  This information must be provided in the list of witnesses to be filed in accordance with the procedural schedule that the ALJ will establish.  

14. The Parties are advised and are on notice that no person will be permitted to testify (except in Ms. Russ’s rebuttal case) unless that person is identified in the list of witnesses.  

15. The Parties are advised and are on notice that complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in Ms. Russ’s rebuttal case or an exhibit to be used in 
cross-examination) must be filed in advance of the hearing and in accordance with the procedural schedule that the ALJ will establish.  

16. The Parties are advised and are on notice that no document will be admitted as an exhibit (except in Ms. Russ’s rebuttal case or when used in cross-examination) unless a complete copy of the document is filed in advance of the hearing.  

17. The Parties are reminded that the ALJ requires each party to be familiar with, to abide by, and to comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure, Part 1 of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723.  Decision No. R15-0707-I.
  

18. The Parties are reminded that the filings made in this Proceeding must comply with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1202, which pertains to and establishes the format for filings made in a Commission proceeding, such as the instant case.  In this regard, Decision No. R15-1185-I at ¶ 61 provides:  “The Parties are advised and are on notice that, absent unusual circumstances, the ALJ likely will not consider filings that do not comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure.”  (Bolding in original.)  
19. The Parties are reminded that the date of filing with the Commission is the date on which the Commission receives a document.  Thus, for example, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, then the document is not filed timely with the Commission.  Decision No. R15-0707-I.  

20. The Parties are reminded that the Commission has an E-Filings System available.  One may learn about, and -- if one wishes to do so -- may register to use, the E-Filings System at www.colorado.gov/dora/puc.  Decision No. R15-0707-I.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Not later than December 2, 2015, Complainant Melissa Russ shall make a filing that contains three proposed hearing dates that are satisfactory to the Parties in this Proceeding.  Complainant Melissa Russ must comply with ¶ 10, above.  

2. Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado shall cooperate with Complainant Melissa Russ with respect to the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  

3. Consistent with the discussion above, if Complainant Melissa Russ does not make the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 1, the Administrative Law Judge will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding without input from the Parties.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

5. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.

� The Complaint named “Xcel Energy & affiliates (Tru-Tech)” as the Respondent.  Public Service conducts utility business in Colorado as a wholly-owned subsidiary of Xcel Energy, Inc., a public utility holding company.  As a result, Public Service is the proper designation for the Respondent in this matter.  


�  On November 6, 2015, Decision No. R15-1185-I informed Ms. Russ that, in this Proceeding and in accordance with applicable law, she will be held to the same procedural and evidentiary rules as those to which an attorney licensed in Colorado is held.  


�  If the Parties believe that more than one hearing day will be necessary, Ms. Russ must propose three “sets” of hearing dates.  Within each proposed “set,” the hearing days must be consecutive within the same week (i.e., no intervening weekend and no intervening State holiday).  


�  That Interim Decision was issued in this Proceeding on July 15, 2015.  
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
