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I. STATEMENT  

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in a previously-issued Interim Decision.  The procedural history is repeated here a necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On October 26, 2015, Mr. Chad Michael Howard (Petitioner or Mr. Howard) submitted a letter that requests that the Commission reverse the Staff of the Commission’s (Staff) initial determination, based on the results of a fingerprint-based criminal history background check, that disqualifies Mr. Howard as a driver for exempt passenger carriers and/or taxi carriers.  

3. The Commission determined that the letter is a petition to reverse Staff’s initial disqualification determination.  On November 4, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission opened this Proceeding.  
4. On November 4, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
5. Mr. Howard and Staff, collectively, are the Parties.  Each individually is a Party.  Staff is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  Petitioner appears pro se (that is, without legal counsel) in this matter to represent his own interests.
    

6. On November 10, 2015, by Decision No. R15-1198-I and as pertinent here, the ALJ ordered Staff to confer with Petitioner and to file, not later than November 20, 2015, three proposed hearing dates.  That Interim Decision also ordered Staff to file, not later than November 20, 2015:  (a) a statement that specifies each basis for the initial disqualification determination made with respect to Mr. Howard; and (b) the documents on which Staff relied when it made its initial disqualification determination.  

7. On November 20, 2015, Staff filed (in one document) a Statement of Bases for Disqualification and Submittal of Proposed Hearing Dates.  This Interim Decision addresses only the Submittal of Proposed Hearing Dates.  

8. The ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing for December 18, 2015.  This is one of the dates proposed by the Parties.  

9. The ALJ will order the following procedural schedule:  (a) not later than November 30, 2015, Mr. Howard will file, and serve on Staff, complete copies of the exhibits that he will offer in his case; and (b) at Mr. Howard’s option, the Parties will make oral closing statements immediately following the close of the evidentiary record.  

The Parties are advised and are on notice that it is the responsibility of each Party to have, at the evidentiary hearing, a sufficient number of copies of each document that it 

10. wishes to offer as an exhibit:  (a) to provide a copy to be marked as a hearing exhibit and to be retained by the Commission; (b) to provide a copy to the ALJ; and (c) to provide a copy to the opposing Party.  The Parties are advised and are on notice that prefiling documents in accordance with Interim Decisions does not alter the requirements in this paragraph.  The Parties are advised and are on notice that the Commission will not make copies of documents that are to be offered as exhibits.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:

3. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.
