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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 5, 2015, EZ Taxi, LLC (Applicant) filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On November 25, 2015, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs; and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (collectively Intervenors) filed a Motion to Compel (Motion). 
3. On November 13, 2015, Intervenors set forth written discovery requests to Applicant that were sent to Applicant’s attorney via email.  Responses to the discovery requests were due on November 23, 2015.

4. According to Intervenors, the responses were not received by November 23, 2015.  Applicant did not request additional time to provide the responses, nor explain its failure to respond by the deadline.  
5. On November 23, 2015, counsel for Intervenors advised Applicant’s counsel that if the responses were not provided by November 24, 2015, a motion to dismiss this proceeding would be filed.

6. On November 24, 2015, Mr. Malik Shah, who is not Applicant’s attorney, provided responses that were incomplete.  Mr. Shah is not authorized to represent Applicant in this proceeding.

7. The Motion requests that the Commission enter a decision compelling Applicant to provide updated responses by December 1, 2015.  
8. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for December 14, 2015.  Because of the limited time remaining before the evidentiary hearing scheduled in this matter, Intervenors request that the Administrative Law Judge shorten response time to the Motion to November 27, 2015.  

9. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1308(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure gives the Commission authority to shorten or waive response time to motions.
10. Based upon good cause shown, response time to the Motion will be shortened as ordered below.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs; and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi’s Motion to Compel will be shortened.  

2. Any party desiring to file a response to the Motion to Compel shall do so on or before November 30, 2015. 

3. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
