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I. statement

1. By Interim Decision No. R15-1300-I, issued December 8, 2015, Frontier Transportation doing business as, Red Rocks Cab Company (Applicant) was required to obtain legal counsel before it may proceed in this matter.  Applicant had until the close of business on December 18, 2015 to obtain legal counsel and have such legal counsel file an Entry of Appearance in this proceeding.  Applicant was on notice that a failure to obtain legal counsel may result in dismissal of the Application.

2. On December 18, 2015, Applicant filed a Motion Requesting Additional Time to Obtain Legal Counsel (Motion).  According to the Motion, Applicant indicates that due to personal matters, it has been unable to retain an attorney as required by Interim Decision No. R15-1300-I.  As a result, Applicants request additional time until December 28, 2015 in order to retain an attorney.

3. Good cause is found to grant the requested relief.  Applicant will be given until the close of business on December 28, 2015 to obtain legal counsel and have such counsel enter an appearance in this proceeding.  As indicated previously, failure to comply with this requirement may result in dismissal of the Application.

4. Response time to the Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Frontier Transportation doing business as Red Rocks Cab Company (Applicant) Requesting Additional Time to Obtain Legal Counsel is granted.
2. Applicant shall have until the close of business on December 28, 2015 to obtain legal counsel and have such counsel enter an appearance in this proceeding

3. Failure of Applicant to comply with the directive of this Decision may result in dismissal of its Application.
4. This Order is effective immediately.
