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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application by American Warrior Networks, LLC (AWN) to discontinue local telecommunications services and with a proposed effective date of January 31, 2016, pursuant to Rule 2108 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, filed on December 7, 2015.  AWN also intends to cancel any effective local exchange tariff or price list associated with these services.  

2. AWN received authority to provide local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services in Proceeding No. 07A-440T, Decision No. R08-0178 issued February 22, 2008.  AWN has effective tariffs on file with the Commission.

3. The filing represents that there are approximately 30 Colorado customers that will be impacted by the discontinuance of service.   These customers are located at the Fort Carson Army installation in Colorado Springs.  AWN is a reseller of its services, and as such, will not need to inform the North American Numbering Plan Administrator and/or the Number Pooling Administrator of its discontinuance to return numbering resources. 

4. This discontinuance of service will result in the cancellation of the applicable tariff or price list.

5. In compliance with Rule 2108(e), 4 CCR 723-2, AWN provided notice to all affected customers at least 30 days in advance of the discontinuance date.  The notice includes a notification to customers of their option to select another local exchange provider with information related to the discontinuance of service by AWN.  AWN also filed an affidavit on December 16, 2015 attesting to the fact that the customer notice was timely sent to all customers affected by the discontinuance of service in accordance with Rule 2108(e), 4 CCR 723-2.

B. Findings and Conclusion

6. We have reviewed the application and find the application is complete and that good cause exists to grant AWN’s proposed discontinuance of service, as it is in the public interest subject to the ordering paragraph conditions set forth below.

II. Order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by American Warrior Networks, LLC (AWN) to discontinue the provisioning of local exchange telecommunications services identified in its application is deemed complete.

2. The Application filed by AWN to discontinue the provisioning of  local exchange telecommunications services in Colorado is granted.

3. AWN shall make a final advice letter filing citing this Decision within 15 days of the proposed effective date of its discontinuance (January 31, 2016) to cancel its effective local exchange tariff due to the discontinuance of services.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
