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I. by the commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On January 25, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Rebuttal Testimony (Motion) for Public Service’s application for approval of two Innovative Clean Technology Projects. The Company, on behalf of itself and any other parties wishing to file rebuttal testimony, requests that the deadline be extended until January 29, 2016, to accommodate settlement discussions. Currently, rebuttal testimony is due January 26, 2016, and an evidentiary hearing is scheduled for February 3, 2016.
2. In its Motion, Public Service represents that, on January 21, 2016, Public Service and the Intervening Parties
 had a settlement conference, and subsequently exchanged drafts. Public Service states that, while a final term sheet has not yet been reached, “the prospects of reaching a comprehensive, unopposed settlement appear to be promising.”
 Public Service states that it has focused its attention on finalizing a term sheet rather than on finalizing its testimony, and is filing this Motion to preserve its rights to file a rebuttal case in the event that a final settlement cannot be reached. 

3. We find good cause to grant the Motion and extend the rebuttal testimony deadline to 5:00 p.m., January 29, 2016. 

4. With the proposed deadline for filing of Rebuttal Testimony two business days in advance of the scheduled hearing, we vacate the February 3, 2016, hearing to allow time for Commission consideration of filings prior to a hearing.
5. Public Service filed and was granted a Motion for Expedited Treatment and is seeking a final decision by mid-February 2016. With this time sensitivity in mind, we instruct Public Service to confer with the parties to propose an alternative hearing date; a new proposed hearing date shall be no earlier than February 10, 2016.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Rebuttal Testimony filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on January 26, 2016, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Rebuttal testimony is due no later than 5:00 p.m., January 29, 2016.

3. The hearing scheduled for February 3, 2016, is vacated.

4. Public Service is to confer with the parties and propose an alternative hearing date, consistent with the discussion above.
5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
