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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Limited Regulation Carrier Rules, filed on December 11, 2015, by Star Peak Services, Ltd., doing business as Rocky Rides (Petitioner). 

2. Petitioner requests a waiver from Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 (Age of Motor Vehicles).

3. The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is a 2004 Ford Expedition, 
VIN No. 1FMPU16L14LB65050.  The waiver is requested from December 5, 2015 through September 11, 2016. 
4. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 14, 2015.

5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. Pursuant to Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the Commission may grant waivers or variances from tariffs, Commission rules, and substantive requirements contained in Commission decisions and orders for good cause.  In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.

7. Rule 6305(b), 4 CCR 723-6, states that “luxury limousine carriers shall not use vehicles older than ten model years as of July 1 of each year.”

8. Petitioner operates as a luxury limousine carrier in the Crested Butte and Gunnison area under PUC Permit No. LL-3135.  In support of the waiver, Petitioner states that it is applying for this waiver because “This winter the Gunnison airport has all their flights arriving within an hour of each other mid day. The current and upcoming flight schedule means there’s an increased demand due to more arrivals at the same time.”  Petitioner states that the vehicle is in good condition, and submitted a safety inspection report from November 27, 2015, showing the vehicle to be in good working condition. Petitioner submitted pictures of the vehicle’s interior and exterior.  The total mileage on the vehicle is 146,125. 
9. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to grant a waiver from Rule 6305(b) for the 2004 Ford Expedition named in this petition.
10. Petitioner is advised that the grant of the waiver from Rule 6305(b) for the vehicle named in this petition does not ensure that this vehicle will pass a future safety inspection by the Staff of the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Star Peak Services Ltd, doing business as Rocky Rides for a waiver from Rule 6305(b) for the 2004 Ford Expedition, VIN No. 1FMPU16L14LB65050, is granted from the mailed date of this Decision through September 11, 2016. 
2. Star Peak Services Ltd, doing business as Rocky Rides shall keep a copy of this Decision in the 2004 Ford Expedition, VIN No. 1FMPU16L14LB65050, named in this petition.  Star Peak Services Ltd, doing business as Rocky Rides shall ensure that this Decision is provided immediately on request by any Commission enforcement official.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
