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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On January 26, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed a motion requesting approval of an alternative form of notice (Motion for Alternative Notice).  

2. On the same day, Public Service filed in this proceeding a Verified Application for Approval of a Cost of Service Gas (COSG) Program involving the acquisition of natural gas reserves for the Company’s Local Distribution Company business through a special purpose subsidiary.  The application seeks, among other things, Commission approval of proposed changes to the Company’s Gas Cost Adjustment tariff to include COSG Program gas and to incorporate cost recovery mechanisms of the COSG Program.
3. In its Motion, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

a.
Filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, the tariff change;

b.
Publishing a legal notice, attached to the Motion as Exhibit 1, in The Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation; 

c.
Electronic service of the legal notice, on all parties to Proceeding No. 15AL-0135G, the Company’s last Phase I Gas Rate Case; and, 

d.
Posting the Legal Notice, the application, and supporting testimony on the Xcel Energy web-site page.

4. In support of its proposed alternative form of notice, Public Service contends that this notice procedure is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the tariff changes.

5. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Motion for Alternative Notice.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by the Company is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on January 26, 2016 requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time is granted.
