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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion
1. By this Decision, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) grants the Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions and Request to Shorten Response Time (Motion) filed by Development Recovery Company LLC (DRC), on March 9, 2016. 
2. The Recommended Decision in this formal complaint proceeding was issued on March 7, 2016.
  Under § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., exceptions are due March 28, 2016.  
3. On March 9, 2016, DRC filed the Motion, and on March 14, 2016, it filed a Supplement to the Motion.  DRC requests that the Commission extend the time to file exceptions to April 8, 2016.  DRC’s attorney requests additional time because he has a family vacation planned from March 23, 2016 through April 3, 3016.  DRC also asks the Commission to shorten response time to the Motion to March 11, 2016.  

4. On March 11, 2016, Public Service responded to the original motion arguing that the request to extend the time to file exceptions an additional 19 days is not reasonable.  According to Public Service, these cases are similar to or build-upon the same allegations that Public Service began litigating with DRC’s principal in May of 2013, and this is not the first time DRC has sought to extend deadlines for this proceeding.  Public Service does not oppose the request to shorten response time.

5. We conclude that DRC has provided good cause to provide it with extra time, and Public Service has not demonstrated that it will be prejudiced by the granting of the Motion.  Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R16-0192 are due on April 8, 2016.
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions and Request to Shorten Response Time (Motion) filed on March 9, 2016, and the Supplement to the Motion filed on March 14, 2016, by Development Recovery Company LLC, are granted consistent with this Decision.  Exceptions are now due April 8, 2016.

2. This Decision is effective on its mailed date.
