I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By Decision No. C15-1360-I, issued December 30, 2015, the Commission dismissed, in part, an Application
 filed by the City of Boulder (Boulder or City) requesting Commission approval of the transfer of assets from Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) to Boulder so that Boulder can operate a municipal utility.  Those assets include distribution facilities used solely to provide electric services to Public Service customers located outside the City.  In addition, Boulder’s request to conduct discovery and to supplement its Application with additional proposals was also granted.  
2. On March 16, 2016, Boulder filed its Unopposed Motions for Approval of Modified Discovery Procedures, Approval of Extraordinary Protection for Highly Confidential Information, Waiver of the Commission’s Data Privacy Rules, and to Waive Response Time (Motions).   

3. The Motions contain four requests : (1)   approve modified discovery procedures which are detailed in an Agreement on Discovery Procedures, Confidentiality, Data Privacy, and Privilege Prior to Filing Second Supplemental Application (Agreement), and which will govern discovery in this Proceeding going forward; (2) designate as highly confidential, the information provided by Public Service pursuant to Section II of the Agreement, and provide extraordinary protection for that information; (3) grant a limited waiver of certain Commission Data Privacy Rules, specifically, rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3027(b), 3032(a), and 3033(b) , pursuant to the Agreement, to allow Public Service to produce customer information aggregated by areas and groups, but with sufficient granularity to implicate the Commission’s Data Privacy Rules, and for that information to be utilized by various parties as discussed in more detail below; and, (4) waive response time to the Motions, since the Motions  are either unopposed or the intervenors take no position regarding the requested relief.

4. In addition, while not required by statute or Commission rules, Boulder proposes to provide notice of the request for waiver of data privacy rules.  The form of the proposed public notice is contained in Boulder’s Motion.  Boulder proposes publication of the public notice in the Boulder Daily Camera, a newspaper of general circulation in Boulder and the surrounding area.  Additionally, Boulder requests a 10-day notice period for the public notice.

5. Since the Motions are unopposed, good cause is found to waive response time.  Providing notice of the proposed waiver of the Commission’s Data Privacy Rules as specified by Boulder is in the public interest.  We therefore approve the form of the proposed notice provided and approve a 10-day notice period.  

6. We direct Boulder to publish the notice in two consecutive Sunday editions of the Boulder Daily Camera, the area’s general circulation newspaper.  We further direct Boulder to file within 10 days of providing notice an affidavit with the Commission stating the date notice was completed and a copy of the notice provided.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The request for a waiver of response time to the Unopposed Motions for Approval of Modified Discovery Procedures, Approval of Extraordinary Protection for Highly Confidential Information, Waiver of the Commission’s Data Privacy Rules, and to Waive Response Time filed by the City of Boulder on March 16, 2016 is granted.
2. Boulder shall notice the request for waiver of certain Commission Data Privacy Rules consistent with the discussion above.
3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
