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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. At the Commissioner’s Weekly Meeting on March 30, 2016, the Commission authorized the opening of a miscellaneous proceeding to handle all follow-up matters regarding exit gate vehicle detection for four-quadrant gate systems on the Regional Transportation District (RTD) EAGLE commuter rail project including, but not limited to, filing of reports, studies, determination of locations for testing possible technologies, and working through the Federal Railroad Administration Product Safety Plan approval process.

2. This issue affects three railroads and six local government agencies.  These entities will be named as parties to this proceeding.

3. Parties to this proceeding include RTD, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF), the City of Arvada, the City of Aurora, the City and County of Denver, the City of Westminster, the City of Wheat Ridge, and the County of Adams.  RTD, UPRR and BNSF are named as indispensable parties.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Proceeding No. 16M-0211R is opened for the purposes stated above.

2. The Regional Transportation District, the Union Pacific Railroad Company, and the BNSF Railway Company are named as indispensable parties.
