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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. Colorado Jitney LLC (Complainant or Jitney) brought a formal complaint against the City and County of Denver (Denver) and Colorado Tour Line, LLC, doing business as Gray Line of Denver (Gray Line) (collectively, Respondents).  Jitney claimed that Gray Line was providing shuttle service at Red Rocks Amphitheater under authorization from Denver without proper authority and outside the boundaries of Denver’s home rule authority.  
2. Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Mana Jennings-Fader issued Decision 
No. R16-0216 on March 16, 2016 in which she granted Respondents’ Motion to Dismiss for lack of subject matter jurisdiction.  The ALJ found that the transportation arrangement in question between Denver and Gray Line to provide shuttle service at Red Rocks Amphitheater was exempt under § 40-10.1-105(1)(j), C.R.S.
3. On April 5, 2016, Complainant filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Decision No. R16-0216 (Motion).  In its Motion, Complainant explains that its principal is an Iraqi veteran who suffers from a recurrent medical condition.  Complainant’s principal is currently experiencing such a medical episode and as a result is unable to communicate effectively with his attorney regarding the filing of exceptions to the Recommended Decision.  Additionally, Complainant’s attorney states that he will be out of town on business during the latter part of April.  As a result, Complainant requests a 30-day extension of time in which to file exceptions.
4. In addition to the Motion, Complainant filed a supplement which consists of a letter from a Registered Nurse purporting to confirm Complainant’s illness.
5. No response to the Motion by Respondents was filed.  Therefore, the Motion is unopposed. 
6. On April 15, 2016, Complainant filed a Notice of Waiver of Time Limits set forth in CRS 40-6-108(4), in which Complainant affirmatively waives the 210-day statutory time period in which to issue a final decision in this formal complaint.  
7. Complainant has provided sufficient information to find good cause to grant the requested relief.  Therefore, the time to file exceptions to the Recommended Decision will be extended 30 days from the effective date of this Decision.  

II. Order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Decision No. R16-0216 filed on April 5, 2016 by Colorado Jitney LLC is granted.
2. The date to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R16-0216 is extended 30 days from the effective date of this Decision.  

3. The waiver of the 210-day statutory time period in which to issue a final Decision pursuant to § 40-6-108(4), C.R.S., by Colorado Jitney LLC is noted.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
