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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On April 29, 2016, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company (Black Hills or Company) filed a Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice (Motion) that will apply to Black Hills’s Advice Letter No. 720-Electric.  Black Hills states that, by Advice Letter No. 720-Electric, the Company seeks to amend the Clean Air-Clean Jobs Act (CACJA) Adjustment in the Rates section of its Colo. P.U.C. No. 9-Electric Tariff.  If approved by the Commission, Black Hills states that the proposed tariff amendment will revise the current CACJA Adjustment consistent with the cost adjustment methodology approved by the Commission in Decision No. C14-1504 issued in the Company’s Phase I electric rate case, Proceeding No. 14AL-0393E on December 22, 2014.  
2. By its Motion, Black Hills seeks authorization to use the following alternative forms of notice:


(a)
filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection Advice Letter No. 720-Electric;


(b)
posting on the website for Black Hills Energy: (1) a customer notice attached to the Motion as Attachment 1; and (2) Advice Letter 
No. 720-Electric and its accompanying tariff sheet for 60 days beginning within one week after the filing of Advice Letter No. 720-Electric; 


(c)
printing a message on each applicable customer’s bill providing the website URL for the customer notice and Advice Letter No. 720-Electric and its accompanying tariff sheet, and a toll-free phone number for assistance, beginning within one week after the filing of Advice Letter No. 720-Electric; and 


(d)
publishing a legal notice of Advice Letter No. 720-Electric in three newspapers of general circulation for the service territory.
3. Black Hills states that it seeks approval of an alternative notice in order to avoid incurring “time and materials” expense for printing customer bill inserts, where such expense includes both Company employees and third-party vendors. 

4. Black Hills states that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice, claiming that the alternative forms of notice are expeditious and economic for the Company’s customers.   

5. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide alternative forms of public notice of its advice letter filing proposing amendments to its tariffs.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Black Hills is reasonable with respect to its stakeholders and its general body of electric ratepayers.  We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative form of notice as requested by Black Hills.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice (Motion) filed on April 29, 2016, by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company (Black Hills) requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Black Hills’s Advice Letter 
No. 720-Electric is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.
