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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This Decision grants the Motion for Extraordinary Protection (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on April 28, 2016.

B. Discussion, Findings, and Conclusions
2. On April 26, 2016, Public Service filed an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. C16-0290.  In that decision, we found that the proposed settlement of certain issues related to the implementation of the Company’s 2015 community solar gardens program was not in the public interest and rejected the proposed settlement.

3. On April 28, 2016, Public Service filed its Motion requesting that the Commission grant highly confidential protection under Rule 1101 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 to information included in Attachment B to an Affidavit of Ms. Alice Jackson that the Company filed with its Application for RRR. 

4. The Motion states that Attachment B is a Microsoft Excel® spreadsheet that contains individual customer premise numbers, tariff rates, energy usage, billing data, and some calculations using that data that support the Company’s Application for RRR. 
5. Public Service argues that the request for highly confidential protection in the Motion is consistent with past Commission practice related to customer specific data and with the Commission’s Customer Data Access and Privacy Rules 4 CCR 723-3-3205 et seq. 
6. The Motion requests the Commission limit access to the highly confidential data to the Commissioners, Commission advisors and counsel, Staff of the Commission (Staff), staff of the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) assigned to the case, and counsel for the Staff and OCC assigned to the case.  Public Service indicates that Staff and OCC each reserve the right to challenge the highly confidential status of the information once they have reviewed it.

7. Public Service states that it has conferred with the parties and that no party opposes the Motion.  
8. The Motion is uncontested.  Under Rule 1403(a), the Commission may grant any application or motion without hearing if the application or petition is uncontested.

9. We agree with Public Service that customer specific data of the type enumerated in the Motion shall remain protected.  Therefore, we find good cause to grant the relief sought in the Motion.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. We grant the Motion for Extraordinary Protection filed on April 28, 2016 by Public Service Company of Colorado consistent with the discussion above.
2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
