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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 17, 2016, Blanca Telephone Company (Blanca or Applicant), filed an application requesting authority to file 1st Revised Sheet No. 36 of its Local Exchange Services Tariff, without a formal hearing and to become effective on less-than-statutory notice, to increase the basic local exchange rate and place into effect on June 1, 2016.

2. The proposed tariff is attached to the Application as Exhibit No. 1 and affects Applicant’s customers in Colorado.

3. Blanca, by this Application, requests authority to revise its current Local Exchange Tariff.  The purpose of this filing is to maintain Blanca’s compliance with the Federal Communications Commission 2011 USF/ICC Transformation Order, released November 18, 2011 regarding local exchange rates and to maintain compliance with §§ 40-15-401(a)(b)(II)(A) and (B), C.R.S., which governs an incumbent local exchange carrier’s uniformed pricing throughout its service territory that is benchmarked to the urban rate floor.  The result of this filing is to increase basic local exchange service for residential and business customers by $2.00.

4. Blanca has mailed a notice to each affected customer as required in 
§ 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(B), C.R.S.  Thus, the Applicant has met its statutory notice to its customers.
5. Blanca states that due to a clerical error, there was a misunderstanding of Commission rules and it was not aware of Commission Rules 723-1-1210(a)(VI) and 1203(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, for the timing of filing tariffs.  Subsequently, Blanca’s tariff filing did not meet the statutory 30-day notice to the Commission.
6. As an incumbent local exchange carrier, Blanca is required by Rule 2122(C) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 CCR 723-2 to file revised tariffs on 30 days’ notice.  However, Rule 2122(D) 4 CCR 723-2, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less-than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

7. In consideration of the support provided with this application, the Commission finds that Blanca Telephone Company has shown good cause to file 1st Revised Sheet No. 36 to its Local Exchange Services Tariff to become effective on less-than-statutory notice on June 1, 2016.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on May 17, 2016, by Blanca Telephone Company (Blanca) is deemed complete.

2. The Application of Blanca to allow it to file 1st Revised Sheet No. 36 to its Local Exchange Services Tariff to become effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Blanca is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, the advice letter and the 1st Revised Sheet No. 36 to its Local Exchange Services Tariff attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision, to be effective on or after its effective date of June 1, 2016.  

4. The advice letter and 1st Revised Sheet No. 36 to the Local Exchange Services Tariff shall be filed no later than the last business day prior to the proposed effective date.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
