I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter submitted by Alprasim, LLC (Alprasim) on May 12, 2016.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the request to reinstate Contract Carrier Permit (Permit) No. B-10026.

B. Findings

2. Alprasim, pursuant to Permit No. B-10026 and subject to certain restrictions, may transport passengers who are recipients of Medicaid between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.
3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and Commission rules, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers must keep a currently effective proof of financial responsibility on file with the Commission, in the form of proof of liability insurance, proof of surety bond, or proof of self-insurance.  On February 1, 2016, Alprasim’s insurer, National Casualty Company, filed a Form K (notice of cancellation) with the Commission stating that Alprasim’s insurance would expire March 2, 2016.  In response to the notice of cancellation, Alprasim was mailed an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint of Hearing (Order) by Commission staff on February 19, 2016.  The Order advised Alprasim that its liability insurance was being canceled on March 2, 2016, and all operations under Permit No. B-10026 must cease on and after March 2, 2016, until proper evidence of insurance coverage was filed with the Commission.
4. A hearing on this complaint was held before an administrative law judge (ALJ) on March 8, 2016.  Following the hearing, the ALJ issued Recommended Decision No. R16-0202 (Decision) on March 9, 2016.  In this Decision the ALJ found that Permit No. B-10026 held by Alprasim and the permits or authorities of 12 other carriers should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.

5. In the letter filed on May 12, 2016, Ms. Helen Tesfaye, the owner of Alprasim, states:
This letter is to notify [the] Colorado PUC of an error made by Swett & Crawford
 in not properly filing the Colorado form E that was requested by me with the Colorado PUC.  Swett & Crawford [did] bind and issue [the] automobile policy with National Casualty Company, policy number CAO7765365 with a policy term of 03/01/16-03/01/17.  Automobile liability and physical damage coverage has been in place with no lapse of coverage from 03/01/16-03/01/17.
6. Alprasim also submitted a letter from Mr. Doug Sleight of Swett & Crawford on May 12, 2016.  In this letter Mr. Sleight states: 
This letter is to notify you of an error made by Swett & Crawford in not properly filing the Colorado Form E that was requested by the insured with the Colorado PUC.  We did bind & issue this insured’s automobile policy
 with National Casualty Company, Policy Number CAO7765365 with a policy term of 
03/01/16-03/01/17.  This letter confirms that automobile liability & physical damage coverages have been in place with no lapse in coverage from 
03/01/16-03/01/17.

7. We will construe the letters of Ms Tesfaye and Mr. Sleight as a request to reinstate Permit No. B-10026.
C. Conclusions

8. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”
9. The documents submitted by Sweet & Crawford confirm that Alprasim had the Commission required liability insurance in effect on March 2, 2016 and there has been no lapse of coverage.  
10. The Commission has considered Alprasim’s request to reinstate its authority and finds that good cause exists to reinstate Permit No. B-10026 as of March 9, 2016.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The documents submitted by Alprasim, LLC on May 12, 2016, are construed as a request to reinstate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-10026 and is granted.  Contract Carrier Permit No. B-10026 is reinstated as of the effective date of this Decision.

2. Decision No. R16-0202 is amended such that Contract Carrier Permit 
No. B-10026 is reinstated as of March 9, 2016.

3. Alprasim, LLC, shall file proof of liability insurance in compliance with Commission Rule 6007 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6 (Financial Responsibility) by June 20, 2016.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
