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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This Decision grants the Petition for a Partial Waiver of a Filing Requirement of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service or Company) DSMCA Electric Tariff (Petition) filed on June 17, 2016, and extends the time for the Company to file it 2016 Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) tariff to not later than October 1, 2016.

2. Public Service’s Petition states that Colo. PUC No. 7 Electric, Eighth Revised Sheet No. 107C requires the Company to file its DSMCA Tariff no later than July 1 of each year.

3. The Petition seeks a one-time waiver from the requirement to file the DSMCA by July 1, 2016 and requests a deadline of no later than October 1, 2016 to file the 2016 DSMCA tariff.  Public Service also seeks a waiver of the Notice and Intervention Period required by Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1206(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and a waiver of response time to the petition required by 
Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1308(c).

4. The Company states that it will file its 2017-2018 Demand-Side Management Plan (DSM Plan) on July 1.  The DSM Plan filing will include a request to change the date of the annual DSMCA filing from July 1 to October 1.  The Company states that the change in the date will align the filing of the electric DSMCA with the filing date for the gas DSMCA and therefore provide efficiency for Staff of the Commission and other persons interested in the DSMCAs.  The Company argues that the October 1 deadline will provide sufficient time for the Commission to review the tariff for it to go into effect by January 1 of the following year. 
B. Discussion and Findings
5. The annual July 1 filing deadline of the DSMCA tariff is not required by Commission Rules, but is listed in the Company’s electric Tariff Sheet No. 107C.
6. Rule 1003(b) states that “[w]aiver or variance requests made in an existing proceeding shall be by motion….” However, the rule also provides that “[w]aiver or variance requests made outside [of] an active proceeding shall be by petition.  If a petition requests a waiver or variance to be effective less than 40 days after the date of filing, the petition must include a request to waive or shorten the Commission notice and intervention period found in paragraph (d) of Rule 1206.” 

7. Pursuant to Rule 1403(a), the Commission may determine any application or petition without a hearing and without further notice, upon either its own motion or upon the motion of a party, if the application or petition is uncontested or unopposed.  

8. The Petition is unopposed.  We find that no party will be harmed by granting a one-time waiver of the deadline to file the electric DSMCA no later than July 1.  Interested persons will have an opportunity to review the DSMCA before it goes into effect.  In addition, persons concerned about the impacts of a permanent change in the filing date for the electric DSMCA will have an opportunity to present evidence on that issue in the DSM Plan proceeding that will be filed with the Commission on July 1. 

9. To allow us to issue a timely decision in this matter, we grant Public Service’s request to waive the notice and intervention period required by Rule 1206(d).  We also waive response time to the motion pursuant to Rule 1308(c). 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for a Partial Waiver of a Filing Requirement of Public Service Company’s DSMCA Electric Tariff (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on June 17, 2016, is granted, consistent with the discussion above. 

2. The notice and intervention period for the Motion is waived.  

3. Response time is waived. 

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
