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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request filed on August 11, 2016 by Heart & Soul Paratransit, LLC (Heart & Soul Paratransit), to shorten the Commission notice and intervention period to ten days (Shortened Notice Request).  The Shortened Notice Request was submitted concurrently with a petition for a waiver from Rule 6308(a)(II) (Luxury Limousine Categories) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 (Petition).

B. Findings and Conclusions

2. Rule 1206(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, states that “[u]nless shortened by Commission decision or rule, the intervention period for notice mailed by the Commission shall expire 30 days after the mailing date.”
3. Rule 1003(b), 4 CCR 723-1, provides that “[i]f a petition requests a waiver 
or variance to be effective less than 40 days after the date of filing, the petition must 
include a request to waive or shorten the Commission notice and intervention period found in paragraph (d) of rule 1206.”

4. In the Petition, which was filed on August 11, 2016, the waiver is requested to be effective from August 11, 2016 through August 11, 2018.  Heart & Soul Paratransit concurrently requested that the notice and intervention period be shortened to ten days.

5. In support of its Shortened Notice Request, Mr. Jason Brabson, a manager of Heart & Soul Paratransit, states “The reason for this request is to allow Heart & Soul Paratransit LLC
 to operate ASAP in Larimer and Weld Counties, due to the pressing need for high quality customer care.”

6. We find that good cause exists to grant Heart & Soul Paratransit’s Shortened Notice Request.  The Petition will be placed on the next transportation notice, which is scheduled to be published on August 22, 2016, for a period of ten days.  Interventions shall be due by 5:00 p.m. on September 1, 2016.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request by Heart & Soul Paratransit, LLC, to shorten the notice and intervention period for its petition for a waiver from Rule 6308(a)(II) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, to ten days is granted.  
2. The petition shall be placed on the next transportation notice, which is scheduled to be published on August 22, 2016, for a period of ten days.  Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by 5:00 p.m. on September 1, 2016.
3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
