I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the City of Glenwood Springs (Glenwood Springs) on August 10, 2016, requesting authority to amend the application to change from fencing placed on the existing grade separation structure to a shed canopy placed above the pedestrian/bicycle trail at West Midland Trail.  Glenwood Springs also requests an additional 60 days of time to file the Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter. 

2. No responses were filed to the Motion.

3. In support of the Motion, Glenwood Springs states that through ongoing conversations with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), Glenwood Springs agreed to change its request from fencing being placed on the existing bridge structure to constructing a canopy above the trail as part of the trail connection to protect pedestrians and bicyclists from flying debris.  The details of the canopy structure are shown in Exhibit A to the Motion.

4. Glenwood Springs also states that it has not yet finalized the Construction and Maintenance Agreement for the project and requests an additional 60 days of time to file the agreement.

5. On our own motion, we will also extend the required date to provide a letter of completion in this matter an additional 60 days.

6. We find that good cause exists and that the requirements of public safety are met by granting the Motion and extending the time to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement for 60 days consistent with the above discussion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Amend Application filed by the City of Glenwood Springs (Glenwood Springs) on August 10, 2016, requesting authority to amend the application to change from fencing placed on the existing grade separation structure to a shed canopy placed above the pedestrian/bicycle trail at West Midland Trail is granted.  Glenwood Springs also requests an additional 60 days of time to file the Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter.

2. Glenwood Springs is authorized and ordered to proceed with construction of a shed canopy above the pedestrian/bicycle path instead of the fencing originally proposed for the pedestrian/bicycle path addition to the existing Midland Avenue grade separated crossing in Glenwood Springs, Colorado.

3. Glenwood Springs shall file a copy of the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement with the Commission by October 31, 2016 prior to starting any construction at the crossing.

4. Glenwood Springs shall inform the Commission in writing when the construction is complete and operational within ten days of completion.  The Commission will expect the letter by January 31, 2017.  However, the Commission understands this letter may be provided earlier or later than this date depending on changes or delays to the construction schedule.

5. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

6. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
